That there are 437 salaried officials
in the Belfast corporation and that
only nine of these are Roman Cath-
alie, That the sum paid yearly in
salaries to the officials in Belfast is
£67,723, and of this ounly £765 goes
to those of Catholic faith. That the
Belfast Poor Law Board spends £10,-
)00 yearly in ealaries, but of this
sum only #£45 a year is paid to the
one only Catholic whose name ap-
pears on the list of officers ‘‘rejuired
to give gecurity.’”’

We are left to conclude from this
that the official list in the boasted
nrogressive city of Beliast is tframed
on much more exclusive lines than

ve are accustomed to in this coun-
try, to say the least.

{Health Officer. . We would fain hope !
!that even this report were an exag-
igeration of the true state of aflairs
with respect to these diseases in our
city, but are inclined to believe that
there are other cases in’our midst
which have not been reported to the
Health Officer, There is always a
tendency among citizens to fear cuar-
antine, and consequently to neglect
reporting cases because of this. We
hope that in the interests of all such
a tendency will not be fostered by
the citizens of Charlottetown. We
notice g timely warning in last even-
ing's Patriot, and in adding a few
words to that article we would like
to say that whilst we do not desire
an epidemic scare, we would prefer
the scare to the epidemic itself. And
the latter may be averted by the

former. ¥
Viewing the situation from a stu-
dent’'s standpoint, we would urge

that every precauticn be taken to
prevent any spread of these diseases
mong the students of our colleges.
The student’s case is peculiar of it-
self. He is very often away {rom
home, and stopping at boarding
aouses where he cannot be expected
“0 receive the care that hé would re-
reive at home. Besides he is put to
:reat expense and loses his college
vear, if he becomes a subject of the
lisease. Therefore we claim that
wery extra precaution should be tak-
'm by the faculties and Board of
Health to preserve the health of the
'tudent bodies. Hoping that a word
vill be in season, ‘‘a ‘word to the
vise being sufficient,”” we are, thank-
