THURSDAY; MARCH 29, 1917.

The House met today at 1145
@ m.  Mr. R. J. McLellan presented
a petition from the Board of gover-
nors of St. Dunstan’s College asking
for incorporation of the institution
u_s.Sl. Dunstan’s University. The pe-
tition was r rred to a committeo of
l(:-.w to be reported on by bill or other-
wise.  As chairman of such commit-
tee he presented a bill which was
read a first time.

: The Premier moved the first read-
ing of the following hills: An Act
to amend an Act consclidating the va-
l‘lf)l'll-; Acts relating to the prohibition
of intoxicating liquors; and an Act to
establish a Commission for the better-
enforcement of the laws relating to
E!le moh.ibition ‘of intoxicating liquors.
These bills were given a first reading.

On the motion of the Premier the
House then went into ‘Committee
again and resumed consideration of
the following resolution:
“RESOLVED that it is expedient
‘t‘o introduce a Bill to be entitled

An .A('l to continue in force, from the
passing hereof to the end of the next
session of the Legislative Assembly
An Act intituleq ‘An Act to levy ;l‘
War and Health Tax to supplement
the revenues of the Crewn.” '

Mr. BELL, who was speaking on
the resolution when the House ad-
j(?urncd the evening before resumed
his remarks. He contended that the
tax was unnecessar because, as
shown by the public accounts tabled
and also by the Guardian, there was
a surplus. He intreduced in amend-
ment, seconded*by Mr. Hughes a re-
solution of considerable length which
will be given in another issue.

Mr. Hughes, in seconding the
amending resolution, said that if
there was a necessity last year for
imposing a special.tax. for war purpc-
ses, there was no mecessity this year.
He contended that there should he
more economy on the part of the Go-
vernment in-dismissing all unneces-
sary officials and reducing salaries.
The Premier pcinted out that the
proposing of this amending resolution
was out of order in Committee. What
record” could there be of a division
in committee?  “It was irregular
when it was attempted at the special
session last August,” he said, “but
we were waiving rules; in fact, all
the rules were suspended. But even
80, the motion that was made was not
a motion like this. We are now in
cemmittee, and the hon. gentleman’s
motion, however well intended it may
be, is utterly out of order, anq even
the practice permitted last August
during the suspension of rules is no
precedent for this.

Mr. BELL: You can make & hun-
“dred amendments to a resclution and
move them in committee. We are
not to be in a position where we must
vote for oy against it.

THIE PREMIKER: If you propese
to deal with a bill or a resolution as
a whole, you deal with it in the IHouse.
You deal with it when the whole ques-
tion in regard to'the bill arises; but
when you'are in committee, although
numberless | amendments may  he
made, those dmendments are miade (o
the specific clauses as they come up
one after the other, The Leader of
the Qpposition will say here is only
one clause in this resolution. But
there again is whero his vision falls
shozt. Ll¢ is proposing (o strike out
the whole of the resolution and to
substitute in placg of that a whole se
ries ol proposals. That is not a
thing possible. He may amend the
form of o resolution, but when he un-
dertakes tc move in committee that
the whole of a resolution or bill be
struck out. and that a whole series
of  proposals, entirely different, he
substituted, he is not in order.
