Sir,—When is a job an unem-
ployment project? I couldn't help
asking myself  that question the
other day when I wag informea
«hav the gravelling work on the
Town road was insiituted in order
-0 help the unemployed,

And when I began to put two
and two together I couldn't  but
come to conclusion that this who.e
term  “unemployment work” stinks
high to heaven,

I found for one thing that the
farmers of this Garden of the Gulf
are very much in need of all the
work they possibly can get under
an employment Project because
they have laid veritable siege to
the car dealers for new $1300 to
$1500 trucks with which to gather
up the cream of the unemploy-
ment grants. Of course there are
always two sides to all stories and
Wher. one realizes that a farmer
can hire a man to run his farm
for $10 to $15 dollars a month and
then earn good money at the rate
of $40 a day on an unemployment
preject, why, he's no fool. He al-
most classes with some of our fin-
ancial gen uses.

At the Iona pit there are 25 to
26 or more trucks busily engaged
In converting this fair Island of
ours into a wilderness of dust (un-
der government supervision) and. of
all the trucks in use g good third
are brand new machines with
plodding, honest farmers at the
wheel, while the farm stands still
in all its ancient beauty and need-
ing weeding very badly. Yet, the
hay is getting very ripe and really
should be seen to. But what's a
ton of hay in comparison with a
load of gravel?

And speaking of hay—when Mr,
Jenes discovered that the farmers
were, in the quiet of the evening
hours, real y worrying about the
hay, it was decided to shut the pit
down for a certain number of days
until the hay should be-all garner-
ed in. And so it was—of course, the
fact that a number of really unem-
ployed men working at the pit
would be gven a compulsory rest
was a very small affair to those in
authority.

And speaking of wages, while the
truckmen make from 30 to 40 dol-

| lars a day, those that carry a man

to help load (and some don't) pay
the poor sucker anywhere from $1
to $1.50 a day, while the govern-
ment does a little better at the rate
of $2.00 per day- at the pit. Of
course, the government use an in-
expensive tractor and grader in the
pit to loosen up the grave. so that
they will not have to pay the ex-
horbitant price of $2.00 per day w
an unemployed man.

The country is filled with young
men of education trying to get a
few dollars together during the
summer months, young men wth
business ability and all that, but
they mustn't be given any chance
to earn a few cents. No, the check-
ers etc, must be men who would
be better employed staying. home
tending their shops and their
farms. But the spoils system is es-
pecially rampant when the Grits
are in power and all the hangers-
on must be seen to. No wonder the
poor members are all worn out
after a two years' siege and have
to take a trip to Europe or else-
where.

Such are some of the thoughts
which came to me when trying to
understand the perversity of men
and I ask myse.f the question in a4l
sincer ty; “are we ever going to get
an exhibition of truth and justice
in this country?”

Shortage Of Farm
Managers

(Financial Post)

H. R. Hare, M.A,, BS.A, of the
Agricultural Economics Branch, Ot-
tawa, speaking at the Agricultural
Representative Conference the other
day, pointed out that in Canada,
statistics show, there is ten times
greater demand for good farm man-
agers than for industrial managers.

There is an average of 20 to 30
workers employed in each of East-
ern Canada's industrial plants for
each urban industrial manager,
That is, industry requires one man-
ager out of each 20 to 30 persong
employed. Ontario has 160,000 farms
operated by as many managers,
Each manager directs the work of
from 2 to 3 persons only. In agri-
culture, we have only two to three
workers from  which to choose a
farm manager. The comparison in-
dicates that there 1s ten times
greater demand for farm mangeryg
than for industrial managers, It is
Mr. Hare's conviction that the
successful operation of a farm re.
quires just as great management
skill as is needed in industry. Train-
ing in farm management is vitally
important,

He could not but|pay|tribute tolfarm-
ers who have risked all in taking
their families to farms and wager-
ing that they could maintain them-
selves and their families from the
soll. Many have succeeded in spite
of handicaps, but management
training would have greatly reduc-
ed the apprenticeship period im-

«SLIKING A FOOD DOES NOT
MEAN THAT YOU ARE
SENSITIVE TO IT *

Now that it is known that cer-
tain foods and other substances
cause hay fever, asthma, eczema,
hives (urticaria) and stomach in-
testinal upsets, many individuals
are watching their food intake
very carefully, Many have fouyd
foods to which they are sensitive
or allergic and have been able to
prevent the symptoms above men-
tioned.

The foods that most commonly
disagree are eggs, onions, cabbage,
apples, milk, fats, beef, cantaloupe,
strawberries, lettuce, cauliflower,
coffee, melons, pork, corn, and
pickles. There are also of course
the foods that are hard to digest
—raw vegetables, cucumbers, rad-
ishes, fried foods, tough meats,
soggy bread, apples, fats.

Naturally the question has arisen
as to what effect the liking or dis-
liking of a food has.in causing or
preventing stomach or intestinal
upsets and symptoms such as head
colds, asthma, eczema, and hives.
Does the liking of a food mean that
that particular food will not cause

symptoms, and. disliking of the
food means that it will cause
symptoms?

It is known, of course, that

when we like a food, even before
we eat it, the digestive fluids in
mouth, stomach, and small intes-
tine begin to flow freely, and when
we don't like a food these diges-
tive juices do not flow readily.
However, it would appear from
experiments carried out by ' Dis,
Warren T. Vaughan, Richmond,
Va., and David M. Pipes, Shreve.
port, La., and recorded in the
Journal of Allergy, Chicago, that
even if we like a food it will not
prevent symptoms if we happen to-
be sensitive or allergic to that food.
Eggs are liked by most individuals,
yet eggs are the commonest cause
of allergic symptoms. Also, foods
