1t is then, this tough coat of the
appendix that gsctually chokes. or
strangles the appendix causing a
blockade or kink, that makes ap-
pendicitis so dangerous.

It is for this reason also that
physicians and surgeons are anx-
jous to have the appendix removed
before it .turns black from strang-
ulation from its outer coat, with
likelihood of it bursting and caus-
ing peritonitis.

Thus if operation is performed
the first 12 hours after the pain oc-
curs there are usually no deaths;
after 24 hours to 36 hours the death
rate may be as high as 8 per cent,
and after 48 hours the death rate
is much higher.
