WASHINGTON, June 11—(AP)—
President Rcosevelt turned over to
the Greek government today an an-
tl-submarine patrol ship as an ex-
pression of American hopes and
prayers that it would hasten the
day “when liberated Greeks will
again maintain their own govern-
ment within the shadow of the
Acropolis and Parthenon.”
In a ceremony gt the Washington
Navy Yard the Greek ambassador
accepted the gray PC-622 for his
government. The ship was delivered
under lend-lease arrangements and
christened King George II, in honor
of the Grecian monarch,
In a brief broadcast address the
bresident told how the Greeks had
teen given three hours on Oct. 28
1 to decide whether to accept
Axis slavery or resist.
