Peel the citrons and cut into slices
about an inch and a half thiek, then
into strips the same length, leaving
them the full length of the fruit.
Take out all the seeds with a small
knife. Then make a syrup of a pint
of water to every ten pounds of su-
gar, weighing the sugar pound for
pound with the prepared citron. Let
the syrup simmer gently, for 20 min-
utes, then put in the c’tron and boil
slowly for an hour, or till it is tend-
er.
