Britain’s  Achievement

The \White Paper recently issued by the
British Government is a moving summary of
the magnificent contribution of the people of
Great Britain in blood, sweat, tears and blasted
homes to victory in this war.

One-third of Britain's dwellings have Dbeen
damaged by enemy action in the blitz of 1940
and by the robot hombs of this past summer.
One-half of her population has been shifted to
meet the war-time production of weapons and
supplies. There are five and a half million per-
sons in the armed forces, including half a mil-
ion women, Total casualties, embodying - killed,
wounded and missing, number 733,030, of whom
no fewer than 130,115 were civilians killed or
wounded.

The secret of the “Mickey”, a radar device
which  permits bombing through dense clouds
and smoke screens, has at length been disclosed.
The device was officially described as a tri-
umph of Anglo-American teamwork. With it
British and United States airmen have bomb-
ed German targets through ‘cloud cover three
miles thick, Called the “Genbox” by R. A. F.
airmen, the instrument transmits radio waves
which strike surface objects and rebound to a
receiver on the bomber, giving him an outline
of cities, coastlines, ships, brought into focus.
British inventors developed the first such in-
strument when the Germans began the Battle of
Britain in 1940, As British cities, including
London, were battered and blasted by German
bombs, the “Mickey” which was to help take
the war to Berlin and Germany took form.
Since then it has been highly developed. Post-
war use of the instrument is expected to be
extensive, With it airliners could operate over
treacherous territory with the “blind” removed
from blind flying.

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The Canadian Meat Board now has pur-
chased 103,000,000 Ibs. of beef for shipment to
the United Kingdom, the equivalent of 234,000
head of cattle. The purchase means that the
Dominion has met in about a year the mini-
mum beef requirements asked by the United
Kingdom for the two years 1944 and 1045
Agriculture Minister Gardiner in July announc-
ed the agreement under which 100,000,000 Ibs.
of beef as a minimum would be exported in 1944
and 1945, Shipments of some 50,000,000 Ibs.
had been made at that time and were included
in the 100,000,000-1b, total. Officials said that
the United Kingdom had agreed to take all
Canadian beef surpluses which could be ship-
ped and it has been estimated that final ship-
ments in the two-year period may be three or
four times the minimum. The highest shipments
of beef cattle to the United Kingdom in a pre-
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Despite the Nazi air onslaughts, Britain
succeeded in turning out a prodigious volume
of war equipment. This included 102,
planes, 25,000 tanks, 33,000 guns and 5,700
ships.  The production of the shipyards is all the
more remarkable when it is realized that eleven
and a half million tons of British merchant
shipping were sunk by Nazi submarines, which
represented about two-thirds of her peace-time
cargo tonmage. IHer agricultural lands have been
increased from slightly under 13 million acres
to approximately 19 1-2 million acres.

OYSTER FISHING RIGHTS

Sir,—No doubt every reader of
The Guardian read a letter which
my husband had published some
weeks ago in connection with oys-
ter leasing at Pownal Bay and ir
the Cherry Valley area, Where
we reside. Up to the present his
letter has not been answered ei-
ther by leaseholders or members
whom he declared had taken our
rights and liberties away from us.
Let us see how true this is,

We have had to visit us here

more Mounted Police than I really
could believe ever lived in Prince
Edward Island. At first they told
me, for my husband, not to go near
the shore, and after that there
Wwas a summons to Court, and so
on; till finally, last  Wednwday
night, he was asked to go to jail,
leaving me and eight children, the
oldest of whom is only fourteen
vears old. I now ask the " public,
whom do you think should have
been taken to jail, the husband
who asked Hon. Cyrus MacMillan
for justice in crder that he might
earn an honest living for his fam-
ily, or the two men who were in
that car with e member from
Belfast at the shore, taking our
oyster beds?
Would it have been a  manly
think for those men to have gone
into our barn and taken our four
horses? We could have repiaced
those herses, bug we can't replace
our oyster beds. Why? because af-
ter this rich syndicate from the
city of Charlottetown, along with
a few relations frcm Cherry Val-
ley, had secured leases on our pro-
ducing beds they got an order-in-
council passed to close the whole
of Pownal Bay, where there are
hundreds of acres of shore, and
hundreds of barrels of oysters, and
which at the present time is clos
sed to every person except them-
selves.

My hustand and three of those
small children fished 6 1-2 barrels
of oysters in two hours one morn-
ing this fall, for which he got a
cheque for $52 at $8 per barrel. Is
this worth fighting for? Is it worth
going to jail for? I am proud to
know that I have a husband who
stands for justicee, Do I want a
fish warden to be after my chil-
drenl every time they visit this
shore, and then Mounted Police af-
ter that? Should not Hon. Cyrus
MacMillan and Mr. Lester Douglas
M P be proud to have such an
crder-in-council passed to pretect
a rich syndicate which has got lots
of money to pay for its own pro-
tection?

Since they got this protection
frcm the government some. lease-
helders ‘fish Sunday and Monday.
Who ever saw this taking place
here before? Is this not a disgrace
to ‘the Belfast District where at
one time our members made the
rafters ring with the words: “Oh,
what a free country!” Are our rights
and privilages worth anything to
us? I have resided here for the
nast twenby vears, and many a time
T sent the children to the shore to
fich ovsters for mv father, who is
one of the most widelv known and
resvected citizens cf the good old
Belfast District. T will also state
that we fished oysters cff this shave
every vear since I moved here,
though now we can fish no more.
