Our thoughts should go out to
the many. Island boys who, leaving
behind all that was dearest to them,
home, relatives, friends, ease and
contentment, went to a task entail-
ing arduous labour, discomfort, ~mi
| sery, sufferings and even death, in
order that we who remained at home
might retain the freedom from op-
pression fought for by our ancestors
in centuries past. Let us at this so
lemn moment take counsel and ask
ourselves whether we have done our
full duty towards those brave boys
and whether we have risen to the le
vel of the obligaticns imposed upon
us by the needs of the moment.
