Musial, right fielder whose stick-
work brought him . the National
League batting championshin ard
s a major factor in the esgve of
the St. Louis team to thewr sec-
ond straight pennant has been
named the league’s most valuable
vlayer for 1943.

The stlection was made by a
committee of the Baseball Writers'
Association. The voung star polled
367 points of a possible 336, receiv-
ing 13 .of 24 first-place votes.

His closest rival was a team
mate, catcher Walker Cooper, who
drew five first-place votes and a
point total of 192, the points being
ewarded on the hasis of 14 for first
place, nine for second, eight for
third, and so on.
