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U. S. Conscription

The Washington Government is losing no
vime in cempleting its conscription regulations.
The detcils en cccupaticnal deferments are due
in a menth cr so. They'll exempt men who fall
irto specified cccupcticns. But no specific in-
dustry wculd get a ticnket deferment. That is:
A cletk in angciiplene plant could be called;
but a tccl mcker vweuld stay home wherever he
verked. Cccupcticns clrcady picked for defer-
vert include prefessicncl engineers and scien-
tigte, urdergrcund miners, tocl and die makers,
ind farm workers. Provisions for technical stu-
ents kcven’t been fully worked out, but they
will ke liberal.

Generous Act Misses Fire

A geazrous cct on the part of the New York
State Putliskers Asscciation haos been nippad
in the bud by the British newspapers, Mr. Arthur
Sulzberger, publisher of the New York Times,
in order to secure the continuance of Brit-
ain’s liberty of the press by more extensive is-
sues then fcur pages daily offered to give up
a percantage of his raw material for British use
if other American publishers would do the same.
The British Press, while appreciating the gen-
erous motives of the New York Press, regretted
the publishers could not accept the offer, even
if the CGevernmert had it in its power to give
approvel. The attitude of the leading British
newspapers was that they wculd prefer restrict-

ed supplies of newsprint to free gifts from
abroad.

Women’s Institutes Alert

A visit recently by Mrs. Allison MacMillan, |.

Unique Parliamentary Sesslon

One of the mest unique sessions of British
Parliament will bring to an early close King
George's holiday ot Balmoral, namely, a ses-
sion to pass only one Bill to cut the rejection
powers of the Hcusz cf Lords, from two years
to cre. At precent if the Lerds and Commons
disagice cver a measure, two years are allowed
to lapse, ard then the Commons may pass it
over the heads of the Lords. The Labour Gov-
ernment kas passed through the Commons a
wecsvre fo raticnalize the iron and steel in-
dustry, cnd the Lerds are determined to re-
ject it. Without the powers the Labour Gov-
ernment seek in the Parliament Bill, the Lords
cculd teld vp ncticnalization until after next
general eiection.

The King will return to London to recd on
the 14th inst, what may bz the shortest Spzech
from the Throne in British Parliamentary hist-
ory.

This speech will open the special two-
week cessicn to deal with the Parliament Bill
alone. .

There dre so few precedents for such ar
occesion that no ferecatt can be made about
the contzonts of the cpeech. It can be said that
it will «a ke no reference to the real object of
the session, which, as stated, is to safeguard—
through the Parliament Bill—the subsequent na-
ticnalizaticn of the iron and steel industry.

.The King will read a longer speech the
day before when ke prorogues the present ses-
sion of Pcrliement, adjourned ot the end of
July. The Speech from the, Throne outlining the
Government's prcgram for the next year, will
not be recd until the opening of the autumn
sessicn in October.

Bureaucratic Calculations

—_—

Doubt has been cast from time to time upon

" the accuracy of the calculations of the Bureau

of Statistics, and one wondered how they could
have been arrived at. Of course the Bureau is
dependent upon the accuracy of the returns re-
ceived from the private organizations reporting,
ond it ds very insistent on returning reports for
Corraction when they ore in doubt of
the accuracy. A new and most * valu-

de monthly publication just started by the
“Conadian Forestry Association, The Woodland
World, throws some light on the subject. This

publication claims to be “dedicated to the pro-
position that our heritage of woods, waters, wild
life and soil must be sustained for generations
to come,” a comprehensive and laudable ob-
jective which will commend itself to most peo-
ple having the best interests of Canada at
heart. Recently the Canadian Press published
the Association’s report that in 1948 to date
the damage by forest fires totalled $43,900,030.
This was challenged by some Government of-
ficials, who claimed that the Canadian Forestry
Asscciation’s method of counting a forest fire
loss was oppesed to the standard government
practice of adding stumpage values to fire-
fighting costs to form the total. [lllustrative
of this method is the most recent publication
(1948) of the Dominion Forest Service dealing
with fire losses in the whole of Canada. For
the average annual period between 1937-46,
the total area burned, including 472,600 acres
of merchantable timber, amounted to 2,228,-
376 acres. The “estimated values destroyed”
are given as $3,893,349. This works out at
$1.70 per acre. '

“The Canadian Forestry Association as-
sumzs that each cord of wood burnad represents
a product and labor wage loss of $15. The
value of the destroyed wcod therefore presents
a figure of over 43 million dollars, or $50 per
acre.

"The Domfnion ¥orest Service figures pre-
sent the average damage done by 5,509 forest
fires at $706.00 each. (Pericd of 1937-46).

“The Canadian Forestry Association’s fig-
ures present the average damage done by the
2,224 fires of 1948 at $19,739 each.

"The discrepancy is in no wdy mathe-
matical. It has to do with definitions. What
gces up in smoke when a forest burns? Should
the Canadian public be informed that it amounts
to $1.70 an acre or, as the Canadian Forestry
Association rechons it—$50 an acre?”

Certainly a considerable margin, and it
seems to be in favour of the Association®?
claim.
