Canada Gains In
Immigration Wealth

OTTAWA, June 17—The wealth
trend of emigration and immigra-
tion so far as Canada and the
United States are concerned is now
adays very much in favor of Cana-
da, according to a report issued by
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics
today. This is a complete reversal
from the situation of ashort time
ago.

In the fiscal year, 1923-4, the
value of settlers’ effects from Ca-
nada to the United States was
$9,846,000, and from the United
States to Canada $4,788,000. Dur-
ing the fiscall year  1931-2 the
value of settlers’ effects going to
the United States from this coun-
try was $3,206,000 and $7,595,000
from the United States to Canada.

" Gains $4,299,000

The loss of wealth in settlers’
effects in  1923-4 was  $5,058,000
the gain in wealth in 1931-2 was
$4,299,000.

Effort To Free

HALIFAX. June 17—(By the
Canadian Press)—The Canadian
Labor Defence League has not giv-
en up the battle on behalf of ten
alleged Communists held in Hali-
fax under deportation orders, ac-
cording to L. A. Ryan, local lawyer,
who tonight intimated that deci-
sion of the Supreme Court of Nova
Scotla, refusing applications for
writs of habeas corpus would be
appealed to the Supreme Court of
Canada. .

Mr. Ryan stated he had instruc-
tions from A. E. Smith, National
Secretary of the League, to pro-
ceed with the appeal if it was con-
sidered advisable,

Accordingly, Mr. Ryan tonight
telegraphed to Hon. W. A. Gordon,
Federal Minister of Immigration,
advising him of the contemplated
action,

The minister has before him ten
appeals from the deportation orders
of the immigration tribunal at
which the men were tried, and his
decision may be delayed pending
the outcome of the federal court,
hearing.

Premier Harrington
Home From England

HALIFAX, June 17—(By the
Canadian Press)—“I was impressed
by the splendid spirit of the Brit-
ish people,” said Hon. G. S. Har-
rington, Premier of Nova Scotia,
who returned to Halifax last night
after a vacation in England.

“I believe they are the first to
realize the actual condition of their
country and to take effective steps
to meet it. They have imposed
severe burdens wupon themselves
and they are carrying them with
a courage and determination which
is showing results in progress.”

During his stay in London,
Premier Harrington made inquiries
with regard to the prospect of pro-
vincial financing in that market.

“While there are some substan-
tial underlying difficulties due to
the exchange situation,” he said,
“yet prospects for future borrow-
ing are improving daily.”

In all sections of the Old Land
keen interest was shown in the
forthcoming Imperial Conference at
Ottawa. He found strong  hopes
and expectations that the results
would be beneficial to the Empire
as a whole.

“I belleve my health has been
improved by the trip and I am glad
to be home again,” he continued.
“We in Nova Scotia have our prob-
lems to face but they are minor in

comparison with those which face
Ithe people of the Mother Country,
innd if our people will face them
with anything like the spirit and
determination  which s being
shown across the sea it will -aid
us materially in finding their solu-
tion.”

“My own immediate plans are
obscure,” he said. “It is possible
that I may have to visit Ottawa
in the near future”

He did not state the object of
the proposed visit to the capital
and refused to discuss provincial
affairs until he haq consulted his
ministers,

Mrs, Harrington, who accom-
panied him on the trip, remained
in England to visit friends. She ex-
pects to return late in July.
