TALES TOLD BY

the fighting line continue to relate
graphic narratives of the events in
which they have taken part. Here is
one from Sergeant Pugh, of the South
Wales Borderers, a typical Welsh
fighter of Abercynon, a colliery dis-
trict. Pugh, who is recovering from
a wound received during severe fight-
ing, has been awarded the Distinguish-
ed Conduct Medal for gallantry at
Ypres. Describing the fighting, he
SAYSi—

“We were literally blown out of our
trenches by the enemy's = artillery,
which was then only 300 yards away
from us. We lost our gallant Major
Lawrence whilst the other sergeants
in our platoon being laid low I had
to take charge. That night we- were
relieved by the 60th Rifles and we fell
back about two miles to the dug outs.
Then the following day an order came
to retake the trenches which had, in
the meantime been lost and the Bor-
derers, the Queens, the Gloucesters
and the Welsh regiments went into
the charge together. In the twilight
with fixed bayonets we went on for
about 2,000 yards and had twice as
far to go again, when I fell because I
had no more wind to go on. ' Private
Bob Black, who was also exhausted,
stayed with me. We had been there
about ten minutes, when I heard a
machine gun being fired, not far off,
and I spottald the place where it was
concealed. It was in a house on the
roadside. We proceeded to the spot
very cautiously and having ascertain-
ed that there was no back door, we
| decided to rush the house by the only
entrance at the front. We forced it
open with a bang and found there in
the kitchen a German officer, who sald
something in English to Bob, who
lost no time in making sure of hig
work, and having attended to another
German soldier, we went upstairs,
with bayonets still fixed and to our
surprise there were concealed eleven
Prussian Guards, We accounted for
13 in all in that ‘little job’ and wc
fetched the machine gun back with us
too. Like myself Bob Black received
the D. C. M. but what pleased us mos:
was the fact that we had avenged thc
death of poor Major Lawrence.”

CANADIANS DETECTED SPY.

Writing from Jellabahad Barracks,
Tidsworth, Wilts, England, under datc
of January 22, a member of the Novao
Scotia regiment says:—

‘“Private Leeitch and Lucas, mem
bers of the Toronto Company of the
Nova Scotia Highlanders were instru-
mental in causing the arrest of a sus-
pect spy at Bath during the second
week of January. The men were on
week-end leave and housed in a hotel
of aristocratic Bath, when they ob-
served suspicious signalling  from
nearby. window during the ‘wee sma’
hours.”

It took these two Canucks about
two minutes to get in touch with one.
Major Wrigley, of the local Safety
League. He obtained telegraphic per-
mission for the two Canadian soldiers
to outstay their leave, and as a result
of their investigation and activity an
arrest has been made which is believ-
ed to be an important one.”

GAELIC SPIRIT IRREPRESSIBLE.

The Gaelic spirit has not deserted
Sergt. T. Cahill under fire. He writes:

The Red Cross girleens with their
purty faces and- their sweet ways are
as good men as most of us, They are
not supposed to venture into the fir-
ing linc at all, but they get there all
the same, and devil a one of us durst
turn them away.

Mike Clancy is that droll with his
larking and bambooziing the Germans
that he makes us nearly split aur sides
laughing at him and his ways.

Yesterday he got a stick and put a
cap on it, so that it peeped up above
the trench just like a man and then
the Germans kept shooting away at it
until they must have used up tons of
ammunition.”

"BUSINESS A8 USUAL.”

Mike Clancy was not the only prac-
tical joker in the trenches, as the fol-
lowing from a wounded soldier shows:

Our men have just had their papers
from home, and have noted among
other things, that “Business as Usu-
al” is the motto of patriotic shopkeep-
ers.

In last week’s hard fighting the
Wiltshires, holding an exposed posi-
tion, ran out of ammunition, and had
to suspend firing until a party brought
fresh supplies across the open under
a heavy fire.

Then the wag of the regiment, a
Cockney, produced a biscuit tin with
“Business as usual” crudely printed
on it, and set up before the trenches
as a hint to the Germans that the
fight could now be resumed on more
equal terms:

Finally the tin had to be taken in
because it was proving such a good
target for the German riflemen, .but
!:w joker was struck twice in rescuing

A MIDSHIPMAN'S LETTER.

MEN

IN THE FIGHTING LINES
ON LaND AND ON SEA

Qur Cardiff correspondent writes:— ,over the side the commander said I
Welshmen who have returned from had better seeé.the commander of the

Canopus, which was in the inner har-
bor.

When I arrived on board the Cano-

pus her after turret gun went off. The
Canopus fired five :sghots, and the
fourth shot hit the Scharnhorst. I
went up to the naval depot and then
went to the top of the hill behind it
and had a good view of what happen-
ed in the beginning.
The Kent headed the line going out,
followed by the Glasgow, the Invinci-
ble, the Inflexible and the Carnarvon.
The three German cruisers, Gneisen-
eau, Dresden and Leipzig were now
seen coming up. The battle cruisers
got ahead of the Kent, and rounded
off the Scharnhorst and the Gnsisen-
ecau, which had got together. The
Kent, coming up to the Leipzig, gave
her a few “pills” and went on, leav-
ing the Carnarvon and the Glasgow to
finish her off.

The Kent soon came up with the
Nurnberg, and the Nurnberg opened
fire, sceing that she could not evade
us. The firing was very good on both
sides. They ‘found our range very
quickly. We stopped firing at 6.20
p. m., and signalled them to surrender,
as the Nurnberg was in a sinking con-
dition, but they refused, so we contin-
ued firing until 7 o’clock. Many of her
crew were on the quarter deck, and
one of the last shells dropped amongst
them Kkilling at least fifty of their men,
According to one of the prisoners,
many of the crew were killed already.
Her fore turret was knocked against
the conning tower early in the engage-
ment. Their captain was killed early
in the action.

The worst part of the whole thing
was the picking up of their men after
she went down. She heeled over on
the starboard side. Our foretopgal-
lant mast was blown away, and we
have 21 fair sized holes. Luckily the
gun room was all right. The wireless
aerial was wrecked, owing to the fore-
topgallant mast coming down, and
consequently we could not get ‘into
communication with the other ships as
the Kent was out of sight about 150
miles from the island.

We were also very short of coal and
had to burn all woodwork such as lad-
ders. We would only have had two
killed if a shell had not burst outside
A.3 casement. A lyddite shell burst
outside there, and the flames came in,
burning all the men. The flames then
went down the ammunition house into
the ammunition passages. A marine
picked up some burning lyddite and
threw it overboard. Another marine
in the passage picked up some cart-
ridges and took them out-of the way
of the flames and brought a hose to
play on the fire. Six were killed and
eleven wounded,

INTERESTING LETTER
FAOM CPT, WALKE

The following letter tfrom Capt. J.
S. Walker, formerly of the Charlotte-
town Police Force was read at the
City Council meeting on Monday
night:

No. 2 Stationary Hospital,
First Canadian Expeditionary Force.
Le Touquet, France,
Jan, 8th, 1915,
To His Worship, the Mayor and City
Council,
Charlottetown, P. E. I, Canada.

Gentlemen,—It is with pleasure that
at this particular season I extend my
greetings to yourself and honorable
body. As you are all no doubt already
aware the unit to which I am attached
is now in France, namely that of Nnm-
ber Two Canadian Stationary Hospi-
tal, Lieut.-Colonel A. T. Shillington, of
Ottawa, Commanding.

. After a short sojourn at Salisbury
Plains, we were ordered to proceed
to the continent during the early part
of November last, Since that time
we have equipped and fully establish-
ed a hospital at this point, Le Tou
quet, Paris-Plage, where we are sit-
uated, and have taken over a large
hotel, is a sca-side summer resort in
times of peace, and is patronized by
sone of the leading people of Europe

The surrounding country is old and
quiet in appearance, The castle aud
buildings are quaint, erected some of-
them centuries ago, but would as a
matter of fact offer poor cefence a3
far as withstanding modern warfare
is concerned.

My duties as Quartermaster for the
corps take me daily into the city of
Boulogne, a distance of twenty miles.
We haul all our supplies including ra-
tions, equipment, clothing, coal and
general issue from the Military Stores
there by means of large motor truck
conveyances, The roads are the best
that can be seen any place in the
world. They are in fact perfect and
appear to be built of concrete.

The climate is inclined to be mild,
in fact much more so than England,
particularly at this time of the year.
Just now we are experiencing the us-
ual wet season, with some times a
slight fall of hail. Occasionally ‘wé
have very fine days, like our spring in
Canada.

The “Golf Hotel” which we occupy
for our hospitals is a very large and
commodious hostelry, which carers
solely to high-clags tourist trade when
open. Now of course all such places
are closed. We have hospital accom-
modation for upwards of four hundred
sick and wounded patients at a time
and have up to the present been kept
very busy handling numbers as they
are sent from the firing line. Our
Christmas spread was quite good, con-
sidering this is war time. The pa-
tients with us were all given treats
and delicacies and we made every-
thing as happy and pleasant for them
as we possibly could. A

CHPLIY LEAS
RUSSHN CHARGE

PETROGRAD, Feb. 6.—Not for no-
thing does every regimental standard
in the Russian army bear the text,
“God is on our side,” and when the
officers go down ‘n a fight it is ofter
the regimental chaplain, who,  with
the siandard in bis left band and the
cross heid aloft in his right, leads the
troops forward to the attack. Oniy
tue other day during one of the Rus-
sian attack on the Borgilmow front
a ba‘‘alion which had list most  of
its officers was led on by the regi
mental chaplain. He was, cf course,
absolutely unarmed, and was  wear-
ing an ordinary soldier’s overcoat. He
brought the men back after as gannant
a bayonet charge as any of those in-
numerable ones made in this troubled
section of the Polish front.

On the Russian Christmas Eve in
the trenches near Goumine, where
the opposing lines were very near
together, every effort was used to
dissuade a priest from attempting to
hold service, but without avail. The
service began, accompanied by beau-
tiful Rugsian  songs. The German
soldiers ‘opposed to this section of
the trenches ended in silence. Seven
minutes after the conclusion of the
service, when the Germans— were
catisfied it was over, firing was re-
gumed as usual.  The next morning
2 stone, wrapped in paper and at-
tached to a string, was flung into the
Russian trenches. The paper con-
tained Christmas congratulations in
Russian and  the words, “Pull the
string.”” A pull brought across the
narrow space dividing the trenches
a parcel containing some cigars and
a chunk of cheese with more good
wishes.

Advantage was taken of
siang’ holiday feeling
section of trenches a good deal
ther north. The Germans sent over
the message: “We have got some
coffee, come and have a drink.” This
kind of thing is strictly - forbidden,
but the Russians were persuaded
that it would be all right when the
Germans proposed to send hostages
over for the safe return of the Rus-
siang.  Fifteen men  went ‘Qver to
have a drink of coffee and fifteen
Germans duly crawled, unarmed, as
hostages into the Russian trenches.
The Russians never came back, be-
ing kept as prisoners of war, and
when the officers and a doctor over-
hauled the German hostages all were
found to be suffering from typhoid
fever.
