Mr Adams returns very
shortly to Ottawa, and the two in-
spectors will continue their work here,
it is hoped that as a result of the
work performed hereby Mr Adams and
S s Holmden and Partridge, Prince

ard Island potatoes, when duly

rtified as being free from powdery
scab, will be admitted into the.United
States, Negotiations now being con-
ducted to this end may not be com-
pleted in time for. shippers to take
advantage of the American market
this fall, but no doubt a:rangements
will have heen fully settled by next
spring. From the general observa-
tion so far it appears that the Dakota
red potato is the least affected by
powdery scab of any of the varieties
grown on, the Island. Mr Adams is
of the opinion that if the farmers of
Prince Edward Island would realise
the necessity of having powdery scab
exterminated there would be no trou-
ble in doing this inside of two years.
But it rests with the farmers them-
selves to overcome the disease, and
this can be done only by proper atten-
tion to the selection of seed and care
in planting in unaffected fields.

The meeting last nigh{ opened at
7.80. Professor Ross was appointed
chairman. He pointed out that the
potato question was a most important
one to Prince Bdward Island, as this
province was the greatest potato:
growing and - exporting county on
earth, according to its population.

Mr Adams was the first speaker.
He was asked th> following questions:
—JIs there a large percentage of
potatoes affected sin foreign countries?
No, not a large percentage. Is it not
more common in heavy land than in
sandy land? Yes, it is more common
in soils that hold moisture.

Are they getting clear of
ease in Ireland?

Mr Holmden.—Up to the present
time this year we have found about
36 new cases in the Island.

No. In fact it took an eagle eye
to detect it in some loads.

Well, then. we should disinfect even
clean-looking potatoes?

Yes, it would be a good precaution.

Hon. A. A. McLean then outlined
the action of the Government on this
matter. He stated that it had been
brought up in the House at the last
session and he had interviewed the
Minister, the Hon. Martin Burrell, who
promised him to send inspectors to
the Island. He told of the care that
was exercised in handling potatoes in
Belgium. He thought the potato was
a good money-maker, and everything
should be done to improve the potato
industry. The Government will pro-
vide inspectors as rapidly as possible,
but it takes time to train suitable men.
Would it be safe to store clean
potatoes in a diseased cellar?

No; the spores might easily be

carried.
