Other powers of the quadruple en-
tente are backing up Russia in this
demand and so Bulgaria must within
a few hours decide on continued neu-
trality or be considered definitely
committed to the central powers.

aid from the central powers. Greece,
it is believed, will live up to her trea-
ty with Serbia and come to her as-

sistance if she is attacked by her
nejghbor, but the attitude of Rou-
mania which-remains as only a par-
tially ‘mobilized sector is a matter
of uncertainey. , While fully confi-
dent on their ability to nandle the
new situation the Allies. do not be-
little it, which accounts in some re-
spects for their activities.

HON, CHAS. DALTON WILI
FIGHT DOMINION TRUST

VANCOUVER, B. C., Oct. 1.—That
the Dominion Trust Co. was on the
verge of bankruptcy in the middle of
May, 1914, and only saved itself tem-
Jporarily from financial doom by using
investment funds sent in by a weal-
thy Prince Edward Island client to
pay interest, with, is being alleged by
the Hon. Chas. Dalton in his suit for
the recovery of $85,000 from the Dom-
inion Trust Company.

The suit is of particular legal in-
terest because in it the Hon. Mr. Dal-
ton is asking for a tracing judgment
to trace his moneys—or a portion of
them—into investments, and is ask-
ing the court to order a transfer of
title in these investments from the
Dominion Trust Company to himself.

This is the first effort of the kind
made as yet in the whole course of
the Dominion Trust liquidation, and
is said to, be the only instance where
there seems to be any likelihood of
a client being able to follow his trust
funds through the bank account and
the books of the Dominion Trust into
some tangible investment. All the
rest, of the millions received were
thrown into the common jackpot.

The Hon. Mr. Dalton has of recent
years .achieved distinction as a suc-
cessful pioneer of the fox farming in-
dustry on Prince Edward Island, in
which he is credited with having
made considerable money. In May,
1914, he sent a sum of $85,000 to be
invested by the Dominion Trust. At
that time Arnold had bought a cou-
ple lots on James Bay, Victoria Har-
bor, opposite the Empress Hotel in
‘tihe vicinity of the Victoria Post Of-

ce.

A fabulous sum was spent in blast-
ing out a deep excavation in the solid
rock to prepare for a building Arngld
had planned out in his mind. Eighty
thousand dollars had been borrowed
on the lot, a first mortgage for $40,-
000 being held by Robert Kelly ,of
Vancouver, "with principal and in-
terest guaranteed by F. Buscombe,
and a second mortgage of $40,000 be-
ing held by the Caledonian and Dom-
inion Investment Company,

It had been agreed with Mr. Dalton
that his $86,000 was to be used to
pick. up. the two mortgages on the
Victoria lot. The money, after being
received at the head office, was de-
posited in the bank, but was never
used to pay off the two mortgages.
At this time there was very little in-
deed, in the bank account, not nearly
enough to pay the $35,000 interest
which had fallen due on the mortgage
coupons of the company. Arnold is
said to have promptly taken $35,000
of the money received from Mr, Dal-
ton to pay the interest on the mort-
gage coupons. This much 18 not in

Of the remaining $50,000, Mr. Dal-
ton’s solicitors claim that $43,000 was
next used by the Dominion Trust
manager to obtain title from the C.
P. R. to the building on Richards'
dtreet, known s the Merchants’ Ice
and Cold Sforage Co. This building
is now owned by the Dominion Trust
Company subject to a mortgage of
$1'0,000 to English clients of the
Dominion Trust.

Yesterday afternoon the weather
was more favourable for the annual
procession to the Catholic Cemetery
and the performance of the devotions
and Prayers for the Dead. A short
service was held in the church, at
which the Miserere was sung by the
choir, The League of the Cross band
led the procession, playing sacred
airs, and the different societies fol-
lowed, including the League of the
Cross, Knights of Columbus, the Be-
nevolent Irish Society, the Ancient
Order of Hibernians and the C. M.
B. A. Society and a large concourse
of spectators. The service at the
Cemetery consisted of the recitation
of the Litany for the Dead. St. Dun-
stan’s choir led the devotions. The
“Benedictus” was sung, followed by
“De Profundis”. The prayers for the
dead were given by Bishop O'Leary.
Bishop McNally, of Calgary, officiat-
ed.

A short and impressive sermon was
delivered by Father John J. McDon-
ald, of Kinkora, in which he appealed
‘to the brethren from the words of the
text in Job, 19th and 1st verse: Have
pity on me, at least, ye, my friends,
for the finger of God hath touched
me..

This appeal contained in the words
of the text came out continually from
‘the holy souls who were down in pur-
gatory to all those brethren in Christ
Wwho had the power of hélping them.
It was a doctrine of their holy faith
that souls quitting their bodies might
be detained in the next life for a cer-
tain time before they could be fitted
for union with their Creator. The
teaching of the Cross showed the im-
mense value of-this-prayer for their
brethren who had passed into the un-
seen. The teachings and exhorta-
tions of the great saints all taught
the great need of this time of inter
cesgion. OQut of hell there was no re-
demption. These sins would not be
forgiven in heaven because they could
not enter there. If sins were forgiven
in the other life it must be in some
second or middle state. They knew
the stress that Our Lord, Jesus Christ
placed upon perfection in man. 'This
perfection was necessary before man
would be ready to enter the union
with God in heaven.

They go back to the times of perse-
cution and they would find evidences
of this belief in purgatory. In the
catacombs of Rome were to be found
inscriptions indicating the belief that
existed in the early Church regarding
prayers for the dead. It was sufficient
for ‘them to say, so far as the doc-
trines of the Church ‘were concerned,
that it was emphatically declared as
an article of faith. On every penitent.
sinner guilt was recorded and a
death of eternal punishment. It was
for us then eoungh to know that thq
Church had ordained this noly doc-
trine of prayers for the dead. In do-
ing this, the Church rested her case
on holy scripture—on the revealed
word of God. It was the expression
of a belief that had existed down
through the ages regarding the ex-
is‘taixce of a middle state,
