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DELICATE GINGERBREAD

Under a slightly sugary and
crispish crust, you will find a
rather fine-textured gingerbread—
“nicer, far, than most ginger-
breads!"”

2 cups once-sifted cake flour

1 teaspoon baking powder

1i teaspoon baking soda

1% teaspoon salt

1% teaspoons ground ginger

1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon

8 tablespoons shortening .

cup brown sugar, lightly
packed

% cup molasses

1 egg well beaten

2/3 cup milk

Measure and sift togelhel‘ three
times, the flour, baking powde
baking soda, salt, ginger -and cm-
namon.

Cream shortening and.-graduallf'
blend in the sugar; cream wel
then stir in molasses. Add the well-
beaten egg, a little at a time, beat-
ing well after each addition.

Add the dry ingredients to the
creamed mixture alternately wAth
the milk, and combine after each
addition,

Turn batter into a buttered and
lightly -floured 8-inch square cake
g Bake in a rather slow oven
5 degrees, about 50 minutes.
