POTATO SOIL EROSION

Potato growers of this Province
will be interested in a sofl erosion
Project which is reported ‘to have
been undertaken in  Aroostook
County, Maine. Presque Isle is sta-
ted to be the headquarters for the
work, which will embrace an area
of 30,000 acres. Demand for the
project arose' from the assertion of
those in the business of potato pro-
duction on a commercial sale, that
the method employed in potato-
culture was allowing much of the
fop-s0il of the Aroastook potats-
areas to be carried away by rains
end by melting snows each year.
The ‘point has been made that sl-
most exclusively the practice nas
been for the potato rows to run up
and down the slope of the ground
and not at right angles to it as ad-
vised. This practice it is claimed
~alds the erosion.

“About 200 men will be employed
during the rest of th® working per-
iod of this year, and for the eutire
season, next year, it is said. At the
same time, farmers will be asker to
_enter into five-year contracts to
continue the work after the federal
‘project is completed.

' The non-productive sections in
/¢he area will be planted with trees,
while the productive farm lands wili
be treated with such methods as
terracing,  gully-checking, trip-
cropping and contour ecultivation.
In the latter the potato-rows will
be across the slope and net with it.
" The Fredericton Gleaner staics
‘that New Brupswick has not repor-
ted soil-erosion to the serious ex-
tent feared in Northern Maine, ai-
though practices of cultivation do
not greatly differ. As Northern
Maine is entirely within the basin
‘of the Saint John River, the lower
reach of that river within New
Brunswick must be receiving the
portions of Aroostook County which
are being washed away each year.
This means, either that the river i#
being gradually filled, br that the
fertility of New Brunswick’s soll is
being increased by this aceretion.

Although health writers speak
frequetnly of the danger of over-~
weight there is no question but
that most overweight are in-
fluenced to reduce thelr weight
because of their pride. When he or
she looks in the mirror or sees
the outline of the figure in shop
windows the mind is finaily made
up that the excess weight ' must

go.

And all that is needed to remove
this excess welght is the will to do
it. This doesn’t mean that the
Iood intake must be cut in half
and hard vigorous exercise taken;
this may cause il'ness or even
death, What is really needed is a
system of diet—cutting down on
liquids, fats and starches  eating
plenty of meat or eggs, and taking
light exercise, at first, such as
walking, and gradually
this form week to week.

Now {fats, starches and lqulds
must be taken if the body is to do
its work properly but the N\~nount
of fats—butter, cream, fat meat,
egg yolks—can be cut in half
quite readily. Likewise the real
starchy  foods — sugar, bread,
potatoes, pastry—can be cut down
by one half.

Liquids are needed to keep all
the body ceils healthy because
every body cell( like a little fish)
must be surrounded by water, but
they can be reduced in  amount
by the simple method of taking
just half the quantity usually
taken, Thus if two cups of tea,
coffee, or other fluid is used  at
meal time one cup should be used.
Every time the thirst demands
water a drink may be taken but
just half the usual quantity,

But it is really the exchanging
leafy vegetables (vegetables that
are bu'ky but not rich in  food
value) - for the more solid or rich
starch foods (sugar. honey, candy,
molasses, potatoes, ocereals, Mac-
aronj, preserve, marmalade) that
is the secret of safe weight reduc~
tion.

The vegetables that are bulky,
satisfy the appetite, fill the stom-~
ach and will not put on' fat are;
cabbage, lettuce, asparagus, cauli~
flower, radishes, watercress. brus-
sels sprouts,  celery, tomatoes,
spinach.

It is these leafy, bulky, bhut
p:or in fcod value vegetables that
are on the lists of (most reducing
dlets. It is because not enough
meat and fats are eaten with
these bulky vegetables that there
iIs a health collapse and even
death in some cases has ocourred
