DIFFICULTIES OF

THE CARICATURIST

F. G. Gould in Presenting the Faces of States-

men to the

Public. Some Whose

Names are Household Words are
the Despair of the Artist.

T ‘
The necessity for introducing into
cartoons

lic are absolutely familiar imposcs
what is often an irksoimne limitation
upon the artist, says ‘The Westwiu-
ster Gazette. For instance, there are
apparently 200 mewbers of Parlia-
ment who have recently taken of the
fiscal sop with Mr. Chamberlain, and
yeu il the cartoonist desires to pro-
dict the Prophet of Protection with
his faithful ongs, he will find that
after he has gayly and unhesitating-
ly dashed in the familiar features of
Mr. Henry Chaplin, Mr. Jesse Col-
lings and Sir Howard Vincent, he is
confronted with the supreme difficul-
ty of finding any one else whose faca
and form can be made recognizable
without a long and tedious course of
instruction.

But some even of the most promi-
nent of our statesmen whose names
are household words present  prob-
lems in portraiture which are tho
despair of the cartoonist. 1t is not
that their faces are devoid of indi-
viduality and strong character; it is
rather that the characterization s
too subtle to allow of casy accentu-
ation

Take Mr. John Morley. 1lis face is
unlike that of any one else in the
House of Commons, and yct over and
over again as the lines travel over
the paper the likeness vanishes with
a single stroke in the wrong place.
Then comes the India rubber or the
knife, and the flecing likeness has to
be tracked again. To suggest a mous-
tache would be a crime; whiskers are
inadmissible, but the idea of a beard
would be monstrous. But why not
an eyeglass? I'he monocle is made
for the smooth, keen face onlv, for
on a fat, bearded face it may look
funny if not fatuous. |

1 have often wondered why in the
old days Johu Bright always ap-
peared in  Punch with an eveglass,
and I can enly imagine that Tenniel,
finding it a little difficult to accen-
tuate features which had no very
striking characteristics, adopted the
monocle, in the same way that the
straw was inserted in l.ord Palmer-
ston’s mouth. And so accustomed
were the readers of Punch to see
these features that it is useless ta
declare That John Bright never wore
an eyeglass and that Lord Palmer-
ston was not always chewing straw,

It speaks much, therefore, for the
conscientious seli-sacritice of the po-
litical caricaturists of to-day that
thev have not combined in any agree-
ment  to make  Mr. John Morley's
face more practicable for their pens
and pencils by so simple an expedi-
ent. Biographers afflicted with the de-
sire for accuracy may in the ~next
generation insist that the eyeglass is
incorrect, but what will that matter
to us who by that time will be, to
borrow a form of expression fro:n
one of the witnesses before the Chan-
trey Bequest Committee, more or
less dead?

It would not be a bad idea if po-
litical caricaturists were to form a
sort of union, so that when a new
figure comes to the front to be add-
ed to the stock there shall be agree-
ment as to the general lines of treat-
ment so as to avoid confusion. Tha
caricaturist who is first in the field
with a new face has it all his own
way and makes his own laws. An
instance of this is the case of T.ord
Randolph Churchill. Mr. Harry IFur-
niss annexed him at an early stage
and interpreted him as a perky lit-
tle personality with black buffalo-
horn moustaches. The public accept-
ed him in this form, and refused to
know him as any other than ‘‘Little
Randy,’”’ although as a mere matter
of portraiture ILord Randolph was

not short, and his mnroustache was
not black.

Lord Rosebery, again, is a stumb!-
ing block, and costs cartoonists
many a despairing hour in trying to
render a presentable likeness. Haow
much easier it would be if His Lord-
ship would only adopt not only the
eyeglass, but a moustache as wel!!
The latter wolld not need to be
large—indeed, a large moustache
would not go well with the face, but
a little neat one, slightly turned up
own each side, like Count von Bue-
low’s.

AMr. Winston Churchill is -another
politician whoiwn the political cari-
caturist watches with interest, for
the reason that he may one day
have to bLe prowinent on the pictori-
al stage. lle may be said to have
achieved cartoon rank as it is, and
if he only had features which lent
themselves to easily recognizable con-
ventional treatment as readily as
his father's he would probably be
used more often.

Between the late Lord Randolph
Churchill and his son Winston thers
is absolutely mno resemblance in like-
ness, although there are to be secn
every now and then subtle and fleet-
ing suggestions which show that re-
semblance  is  sometimes  a matter
quite outside lines of form and fea-
ture.  Winston Churchill’s  face is,
from the caricaturist’'s point of view,
which 1 call an elusive one, by which
1 mean that the more you try to get
it the more you lose it

The conclusion of the matter, from
the political caricaturist’s point of
view, is that if a politician has am-
bition it is important that he should
accentuate his personality so that he
