Germans Reported Sending Planes
To Aid In Stemming Soviet
Rush Into New Areas — Con-
trol Of Danu_lze_'Worries Nazis.

BUDAPEST, July 1—(AP)—Hungary went
on a complete war footing tonight and the peace
of the Balkans became gravely threatened.

New “incidents” on the Rumanian border were
reported and it appeared probable that Hungary
would enter Transylvania to reclaim the province
that wis part of Austria-Hungary before the last
war.

BUCHAREST, July 1—(AP)— Rumania today re-
to safeguard her territory as the spike-capped Russian
army, increasing the tempo of its occupation, was reported
to have rained parachute troops on previously unoccupied
parts of ceded Bessarabia and northern Bucovina.

RENOUNCE GUARANTEES

The Cabinet announced that Rumania was “renoun-
cing the French-British guarantees of our territorial in-
tegrily given April 13, 1939.”

(This action marks Rumania’s withdrawal from the
diplomatic agreements by which the British and French
Allies in 1939 sought to build up alliances in eastern Eur-

ope that would stand against Germany. :

(They gave guarantees first to Poland, then to Ru-
maonia and Greece and later, after the outbreak of war,
concluded a mutual assistance pact with Turkey.)

As her army retreated before the Russian troops oc-
cupying Bessarabia and porthern Bucovina, Rumania pre-
parcd tonight to meet a possible Hungarian
