A Fast Trip

On that particular day, Capt.
Wade was flying a Boeing twin-en-
gine aircraft having a capaci.y of
10 passengers whereas usually a
Barkley-Grow machine, smaller but
faster, is placed on this run. Ordine
arily the flight is ccmpleted in about
40 minutes but on this cccasion, the
large plane was circling over the
Magdalens thirty minutes after leay-
ing the Charlottetown airpor.. The
fishermen who gathered on the ice,
were amazed when they learned that
the trip had been made in such
good time, One of them remarked,
“You know, in other rears the plane
took almost an hour to get here.”

The distance by air between here
and the Gulf Islands is 110 miles
—9 of which are over water, Of
course, when the plancs are cperat-
ing, this water is usually convert.d
into huge fields of ice. Compare
the speed of the plane with that of
the steamer which, travelling a
much shorter route from Sourls,
takes abcut eight hours to reach
Grindslone.

In addition to the regular flights
to the Maglalens, the company is
always prepared to make “merc;
flights” there to pick up passengers
for hospital in Charlottetown. On
such occasions a Fairchild bzcomes
a “flying ambulance”. This practice
is In keeping with the tradition of
Canadian Airways which probably
saved many lives during the years
the company was on this run.

In the three trips completed al-
ready this season, Maritime Cent-
ral Airways transported 3800 poun.s
of matl to the Islands to say noth-
ing cf the thousands of letters, cards
and parcels taken back to Char-
lottetown for mailing elsewhere. Be-
sides this 20 passengers were ferried
across the Gulf, Students attending
colleges in this and other provinces
make extensive use of the airways
facilities during the holidays. Oth-
erwise they would not get home to
visit their parents.

The rugged terrain coupled with
the fact that the Islands are very
small prevents the construction of
an airfield there. For this reason
there is no air service during the
summer months but in winter Jack

particularly adaptable to the route,
In a few minutes the craft is fitted
for landing on a glib ice surface.

Grinustene, Amnerst, Grand En-
try, Eniry and Grosse Isle are
among the mest important Islands
in the group. The majority of the
pecple are of French origin and
converse in that tongue; a few are
bi-lingual while others speak noth-
ing but English. The Magdalens are
part of Quebec Province, There are
no trains, electric lights or moving
pictures on the Islands. However,
the automobile is common there al-
though the roads are still a bit
rough and narrow in spots, Radio
is a'so well established there.

By this population of plain folk.
the service rendered by Maritime
Central Airways is greatly appreci-
ated. A thumb-nail sketch of the
two pllots entrusted with “delivering
the mail to the Magdalens” would
be appropriate here.
