Coal Mine Explosion
Imitated in Ex-
periment

(United Press)

MLLON, England Aug. 8—Closer
co-operation betiween thp Shfety
in Mines Research Board of Great
Britain and the United States Bur-
eau of Mines, will' be hastened by
the results of work at the experi:
mental station at Eskmeals, Cum-
berland, said Dr. oster Bain,. dis
octor of the United States Mifre&
Bureau, after a recent visit to the
Cumberland station.

A remarkable demonstration of a
coal dust explosion was witnessed.

'floor and on shelves inside the ex-
plosion ‘gallery for a distance of
350 -feet.

In China To Make
~Movies For Market

. (United Press)

SHANGHAI, Aug. 8—Out of an
estimated opulation of some-
where between 400,000,000 and

500,000,000, it is believed that 90
percent of the peop'e of China have
never seen a motion picture. For
this reason an effort now under
way to provide moyies acted and
produced by Chiacse Is Interest.

In. China's ‘largsit centers, and
in the treaty ports, the plcture
gcreen long has %n2n commenplace,
and mixed audiences of Chinese
and foreigners are thrillad over
the film favorities, jusi as are aud-
fences in the United States. But
hitherto the sporadic efforts ‘o po-
pnlarize the movies in the Interior
of China have failed.

Within the last year several com
panies .in Shanghal have under
taken to produce Chiness pleture
and perhaps a half dozen of these
have been exhibited with varylng
degrees of success, As they nec
essarlly were made by unskilled
actors and more or less inexperl
enced ‘directors, they have appear
ed crude,in the eyes of the Chinese
used to the finished forelgn pro-
ductions. These films are being
sent tentatively . Into the centers
af, the interior, where it is neces
sary, to throw up temporary mat
shed; in which to show them.
