They are
ran'dly learned from parents or
snyone else with whom the child
ccmes in contact, They are picked
up by; the child ‘after’ birth and
it 1s dmportant that they should
not be allowed to increase to the
peint where they seriously affect
the h-ath and happiness of the
child.”

Strong Courts
as Safeguard

INDEPENDENT JUDICIARY IS
ADVISED BY BRUNING TO
PRESERVE LIBERTY

OTTAWA—Canada, in the pro-
cess of formulating what a-
mount to drastic revision g its
constitutional structure, is giving
careful consideration to the pcsition
of itg judiciary.

Although the deliberations of the

Roya] Commission on Dominion-
Provincial Relations are covering
the broad field of Canadian ' gov-
ernmental  questions, individual
members of the Commssion make
it clear that the position of the
courts Is to be given careful at-
tention.
Thus the recent testimony of Dr
Heinrich Bruning, former Chan-
cellor of Germany, before the Com-
missicn, is being scanned with more
than usual attention, It has attract-
ed wide atlention not only in the
Canadian press, but in lega] circles
throughout the Dominion.

BRUNING'S ADMONITION

Briefly, Dr, Bruning's admonition
was that the “gheatest safeguards
which the mindsof men can devise”
should be thrown around the inde-
pendence and integrity of the judi-
ciany.

This advice, it is realized here, is
based on more than theory. For
Dr. Bruning is not only one of the
outstanding present-day authorities
ohn constitutional questions. As the

Although Dr. Bru made no
direct reference to the specific
countries where failiure to preserve
the integrity of the courts has led
to complications, his listeners found
no difficulty in applying the for-
mer Chancellor's expressions to
specific abroad.

EXPERIENCE ABROAD

In practically every dictatorship
in Buorpe today the courts have
been made to. serve a  political
philosophy if not, an actual pol-
itical end.

Legal authorities here recall that
during Dr, Bruning’s own time at
the head of the German Govern-
ment, a political decision by the
German Supreme Court uph:ld
federal assumption of control in
the state of Prussia. In the decision,
admittedly of political character,
the beginnings of authoritarianism
were laid which later led to out-
right dictatorship throughout all of
Germany.

Dr. Bruning's remarks here wete'
also interpreted in relation to the
situction in T*~'y end in Austria,
In these coun’® es, as , “‘appear-
ance of legalty” has been rctained
through successively eci-
sions, made in the face of political
pressure by & slnfle—pa.rt,y state.
And in Russia the flight from judi-
cial objectivity has gone further
in the develorment of an entire
legal code designed—not to serve
the ends of abwtract justice—but
to safeguard a political concept.
