BELFAST IS WORLD'S CENTER
FOR THREE GREAT INDUSTRIES

Ulster’s Capital H—as Largest Shipbuilding,
‘Textile and Distilling Plants-Northwest
Enterprise, Not Nature, Brought Wealth

BELFAST, Jan, 21.—The eyé of
the traveller who comes into
Belfast by sea is grected by long
rows of corrugatediron buildings
in which a vast army of skilled
shipworkers labors. Herve amid a
forgest of seaffolding, the Ium of
huge revolving crankshafts and
the ceaseless din of steam riveters,
the work of building ships for the
Seven Seas goes on in the largest
ghipyard in the world

Huge steel gantr
high overhead,
many-ton burdens gantry,
greater and higher than all the
rest, iy the largest truyeling crane
the world, It far above
the top of the City Hall and
dominates both bor and city.
For Belfast is an industrial city—
the only industrial city in Ire land—
and hereabouts everything is in
direct contrast with what one sees
in Dublin, in Cork in Limerick.

This great shipbuilding
'(lustry, which first arrests the
Itraveler's attention as his ship
plows through Belfast Lough into
the River Lagan, {s only one  of
the industries centering in Bel-
|fast. which are the largest of their
kind in the world, Elsewhere - in
Ireland there are large industries,
here and there .as ,for instance,
the Ford motor factory in  Cork,
already well established and likely
in the immediate future of dispute
the old contention that the South of
Ireland is essentially agricultural
and nonindustrial. The Guinness
brewery at Dublin is another in-
stance of a worldfamous industry
located in a city not chiefly in'
dustrial.

Although Belfast ig only a three-
hour railway journey from Dublin,
there is nothing in common be-
tween the two cities. There is a
saying in Ir:land that the Dublin
people ought to be sent to Belfast
to learn business while the Bel-
fast people should be sent to.
Dublin to learn manners. Of course,
such a saying is unjust to the
people of hoth cities. Similarly,
the Ulsterman has been defined
as an improved Scotsman. But a
Scotsman with whom I used to
live said the definition was
ambiguous.

“The Scot cannot be improved,”
said he.

Now the Ulsterman tells you
very frankly that he is enjoying a
prosperity superior to the rest of
ireland and that it  would be
jeopardized if the six-county area
renounced its union with Great
Britain and entered into political
association with the Irish Free
State, Eve nif distrust of he busi-
ness ability of the Free State were
the chief obstacle to a union. which
it certainly is not ,as we have al-
rcady noted, Free State economists
would find they had a real task
on their hands to convince the
Northern Government of  Ireland
that the existence of one national
government would not be prejudic-
4l to the industrial interests of
Ulster.

So there you have two of
Belfast's famous - industries—
whisky and ships in which to carry
it to all the nations of the world-—
;subje('t. of course, to three-mile or
twelve-mile limit, as the case
may be.

Probably the best known of Bel
fast products are the linens. Man-
facture of linen is a very old
Irish industry and of  world-wide
renown. The Irish wore linen gar-
ments as far back as the twelfth
century, and the industry is known
to have been in a flourishing con:
dition in 1216, though it wag not of
greal importance until the reign of
Charles [ Until- the application of
steam power to the/looms the
weaving of linen was mostly a
~ottage industry. In 1850 there
were in all Ireland only fifty-eight
power looms for w eaving linen.
Thday there are nearly 40,000.

The lvich fields of fiax  with
their pretty blue flowers are a
heautiful sight in midsummer. Be-
cause of the peculiar 'superiortiy,
of this flax to that grown in other
countries the Irish linen industry,
bids fair to remain pre-eminent in
the whole world.

While a good deal of flax
grown in Belgium. it canno:
used without an admixture of flax
grown, in Ireland. The better ‘he
linen, the more Irish flax must be
used, owing to some difference in
the strength and length of  the
fibers. It is generally recognized
that it is impossibel to make as
¢ood linen in Canada - and the
United States ag in Ireland. There
ig something in the Irish  climale
and water that seems  specially
suited to this industry.

So we find in Belfast the larg-
6gt linen manufacturing concern
in the world; the largest firm ot
linen thread, twine and netting
manufacturers in the world: the
largest single flax-spinning indust-
ry in the world and the largest
linen export trade of any area of
equal extent in the world.

Nor is this all. Belfast has the
largest rope works in the world,
covering more than forty-five
acreg and in normal times giving
employment to more than 3500
persons who aonually convert
about 15,000 tons of hemp - into
products ranging from a  fishing
line to a hawser capable of secur-
ing the Leviathan. Then must be
added mention of the largest to-
baceo factory in the world and you
have a complete list of the in-
dustries in which Belfast is with-
out an equal.
