LONDON, May 1—Resignation of
General Edward John Higgins from
the leadership of the' Salvation
Army effective O¢t. 11 was announ-
ced tonight, He had been appoint-
ed to the post by the Army’s High
Council in 1929, succeeding late
Willlam Bramwell Booth. A native
of Somerset, he has been in the
Army for 52 years, and for ten
years before he was chosen head he
was chief of staff in London.

General Higgins, a septuagenar-
ian, has been in poor health for
some. time, The Council of the
Army will meet, it ig expected, on
Aug. 27 to elect his successor,

In his letter of resignation Gen-
eral Higgins said: “It will be re-
membered by fsme that when, in
February, 1029, I was asked by the
High Council to assume leadership
in succession to the late General
Bramwell Booth, I announced in
accepting that high honor that I
could not promise to continue in
office beyond my 70th birthday.
“From that decision I did not
swerve until a few months back
when I was urged by a very large
number of Army leader throughout
the world to continue beyond this
period. I.gave careful and prayer-
ful consideration to this request,
but after consultation with two very
eminent London physiclans as to
the likelihood of my health permit-
ting such an extension, I was com-
pelled to accept the unfavorable
verdict they gave and adhere to my
purpose to relinquish office to-
wards the end of the present
year.”
