1n its issue of Oct. 7, 1939, the Financial Post,
Toronto, published details of a P, E. .I., bond
issue of $300,000, dated Oct. 1, which t_he
Campbell Government floated through the Mid-
land Securities Corporation and Dyment And-
erson and Company. The purpose of the issue
was to repay short-term indebtedness for high-
way expenditures. The bonds were for seven
years, at 3 per cent. The cost to the Province
was not revealed. But the Post stated, presumab-
ly on the authority of the bond houses which
were in direct contact with the Government,
shat “additional funds may be required by the
Province in the current year”; also that the
estimated deficit on ordinary account was $107,
©00.
Premier Campbell’s actual estimate at the
fast legislative session was $77.7835. His esti-
mate at the Souris meeting was “about $80,000.”
Even this is $27,000 short of the figure given
by the Financial Post last October which was
accompanied by the ominous warning that addi-
tional borrowing might be necessary.

It is all very confusing to the electors. If the
Premier’s figures are correct, why did he allow
the Financial Post statement to go unchallenged?
Or does he regard the difference between $80,-
000 and $107,000 as unimportant?

But for the Financial Post statement, the
public would have been completely in the dark
as to the Government's bond transactions last
QOctober. The issue was not advertised in this
Province, and was only partly underwritten, the
remainder being taken up on an option basis. It
was necessary for the Government to furnish
the bond buyvers with accurate information as to
the financial condition at that time, and it is
reasonable to suppose that this was the source
cf the Post’s figures.

But the year had still three months to go
when the $107,000 estimated deficit was report-
ed, Three months more of extravagance in the
Public Works department would bring the total
1939 deficit up to an even higher figure; and
this, of course, is only on ordinary account.
What the total liabilities are, only the Premier
and his cabinet collecagues and officials know;
but it is safe to predict that they will be truly
staggering. At the end of 1938 they amounted
to $7,038,024. The debt increase in 1938 alone
was $1,240,858 —and that was not an election
vear. The 1939 T'ublic Accounts may well re-
veal a further debt increase in the vicinity of
two million dollars. Where is it going to end if
we continue at the same pace for another four
or five vears? Will not Dr. MacMillan's predic-
tion be then realized, and  we shall find prac-
tically all our provincial revenue being paid out
in interest charges?

Do the electors of First King’s want a con-
tinuance of this reckless extravagance, which
can only mean more and still more taxation, or
do they want a strong and vigilant Opposition
to keep the already top-hcavy Government ma-
jority in check?

Already the Dysart Government in New
Brunswick, which also made a sorry financial
showing last year, has intimated that it is plan-
ning higher taxation against which even its
own part newspapers are protesting. The Camp-
bell Governiment may be preparing to follow suil.
A Dby-election victory at this time may be just
the excuse it is looking for. It is up to the Con-
servative and prudent Liberal voters of First
King’s to see that it gets no such encouragement
as a result of next Thursday’s polling.

Mr. Gardiner's Innuendo

King Gdvernment members are proving as
unscrupulous in their campaign statements as
they have been biased in their war activities. A
notable example is to be found in a statement
made last week by Hon. T, A. Crerar, Minister
of Mines and Natural Resources. Mr. Crerar
stated that the resolution in the Ontario Legis-
lature censuring the Government's war efforts
had been uscd for propaganda purposes by Ger-
many. He said further: “The supposed divi-
sions in Canada were played up. Canada was
represented as having been brbught into the war
by Britain against her will. It can readily be
seen what effect this propaganda might have on
neutral countries in Iurope such as Rumania.”

It is, of course, to be expected that Nazi
broacdlcasters will distort facts to suit their pur-
poses. But that is no reason why Mr. Gardinet
should do so or even why. he should exploit
stich misstatements for partisan purposes. The
Ontario vote of censure, as Mr. Gardiner knows,
was directed not agatst ‘Canada’s participation
in the war but against the King Government’s
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perly worded, would have had no point because
similar misstatements issue from German radio
stations every day. What he evidently tried to
do was leave the impression that there was some-
thing disloyal about the Ontario members’ cri-
ticism, and inferentially about any criticism di-
rected against the Government at this time. The
stand taken by the Chamberlain Government in
Great Britain, inviting frank and open critic-
ism in Parliament, is the best answer to such
an innuendo.

If indeed we must watch our step and say
nothing ‘that might be construed as indicating
divided opinion in the eyes of Nazi propagand-
ists, what is one to say of the unprecendented
action taken by Prime Minister Mackenzie King
in dissolving Parliament and going to the coun-
try at this time? What a sweet morsel that
will be for enemy broadcasters!

Here is what the Ottawa Journal has to say
about radio campaigning.  “Mr. King, we fear
greatly, puts too much trust in the ‘coverage’ of
radio. It is a common mistake. Public men
cspecially seem to believe that if they go on the
radio people all over the country  will sit at  their
receiving sets and listen to them cagerly. The act-
ual truth-—checked repeatedly—is that except in
cases where some world figure has something
vital to say about something of vast significance
very few people listen to radio speeches. In
clection time people soon get very fed up with
them. In any event, there is no such thing as
appointments or ‘dates’ with radio programs. In
other words, people will not remain at home,
stay away from the theatre, or from the movies,
or from a hockey match, just to hear a speaker
on the radio, no matter how important he may
be. Indeed, assuming that people do stay at
home, there is no guarantee that they listen to
any particular radio program, or even listen to
the radio at all.”
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The export movement of Canadian butter has
followed a more or less erratic course through
the years. The amounts exported from Can-
ada were comparatively small until 1918 when
shipments increased to nearly 11 million pounds
as compared with 4 1-4 million pounds in the
previous year, During the period 1915 to 1918,
exports averaged a little over 6 1-2 million pounds
per year, and the total for the four years re-
presented 7.7 per cent of the factory output.
After the war a mere pronounced advance was
recorded.  In 1919 export shipments reached
16 1-2 million pounds; and while a low tide
movement was revealed in the two subsequent
years, there followed a four-year period (1922
to 1025) in which exports moved up to excep-
tionally high levels. The average was approxi-
mately 21 million pounds annually, and the total
exports during these four years represented 12.6
per cent of the creamery butter make. The all-
time high was reached in 1925 when 26 1-2 mil-
lion pounds were shipped from Canadian ports.
A sharp reduction occurred in the course of the
next twelve months, and a definite slump de-
veloped in 1927. From 1927 to 1930 the yearly
average was slightly over 1 3-4 million pounds;
in the period 1031 to 1934 the average was 4 3-4
million pounds, and from 1935 to 1038 the year-
ly average was nearly 5 1-4 million pounds. In

UNLAWFUL AUDITORS

8ir,—The Act of Incorporation
eracts;—Section 30,—“At the first
Council meeting in  January of
each year the Mayor and Members
of the said Council SHALL elect,
from persons qualified to be Coun-
cillors, one or more persons who
shall be called Auditor or Auditors
of the City of Charlottetown, whose
duties shall be AS DEFINED BY
THIS ACT, and otherwise as re-
quired by the by-laws of the said
Corporation . . Provided al-
ways that no member of the said
Council, nor the Clerk, nor the
Mayor of the said City shall be
capable of being elected as Audi-
tor as aforesaid.”

This is plain reading, what does
it mean? It means that no City
official can audit his own accounts.
It goes further to declare that he
must have the qualification of a

City Councillor, also enacts that
the Council “Shall,” (not may)
elect such Auditors “in January

of each year.” Also it imperatively
requires that his duties Shall 2e
as defined by THIS ACT, and not
as defined by the Finance Com-
mittee, as per ‘“reso.ution of Coun-
cil.”

And what have we got? No
legally appointec auditors for the
greater and most important months
of the year? Officials, without a
Councillors qualification, or stake
in the City, but officials appointed
without sanction of Statute, to su-
pervise civic accounts, and after
compiling the results, one of them
appointed as “Auditor” to audit his !
own accounts. Now who in all
creation can doubt the correctness
of those accounts which are so im-
pressively “Audited and found cor-
rect” by their own creator?

And this is part of the farce,
(costing about $15.000.) which elec-
tors will be asked to endorse at the
Civic Election.

It now locks as if the main ob-
jective of the audit was to justify
their own existence. The magnum

of their report has the apvearance
of a struggle with bond issues in
an effort to tangle a web of un-
certainty which might discredit
former Mayors under clouds of
suspicion
