They were ‘at
a discount in terms of the United
States dollar, the French and Swiss
franecs the German reichsmark, the
ItaTian lira and the Duteh guilder.
Apart from flurries in the Spanish
peseta caused by political happenings,
and temporary appearances of strain
visible upon the pound sterling, the
opening months were comparatively
uneventful, It was not until May, when
reports of higher income tax rates
proposed by the German government
precipitated a heavy outward move-
ment of capital from Germany, that
any concern was manifest regarding
the exchange question. Foreign credits
and finally the Hoover moratorinm
proposal made late in June were in-
strumental in restoring confidence in
the reichsmark, Sterling was subject
to eonsiderable pressure, at this time,
because of assistance. given to Ger-
many, and in July this became so
strong that £20,000 000 in gold had to
be exported during a single week, An
international credit of  $250,000,000
placed at the British treasury's dis-
posal was eaten up by the outflow to
he followed hy a further loan of $400,-
000,000 raised by the United States and
France about the beginning of Sep-
tember. \When even this falled to
gtem the tide, the gold standard was
abandoned on September 20th, and
within a week sterling quotations at
New York dropped from $4.847 to $3.70.
Subsequently, many nations were like-
wise forced to abandon gold largely
hecause of the uncasiness of foreign
fnvestors.

After the collapse of sterling pres-
gure cenfred upon the United States
dollar, necessitating the export of
about $§750,000,000 in gold between Sep-
tember 21 and the end of October, with
the greater part going to France, Two

increases in the New York rescrve
bank rate followed by xanssuring
statements from the French premier

at the time of his visit to the United
States early in November checked this
movement and a return flow commenc-
ed. During December the German
Reichsmark again occupied a preear-
fous position due to political consid-
erations, but it was successfully sup-
ported as the year closed. Japan was
the last major country to suspend gold
shipments during 1031, leaving as the
only free gold countries, the United
States, France Holland, Switzerland,
Belgium, Italy, Poland, Roumania,
South Africa, and a number of Latin-
American powers whose currencies
have been held in line with the United
States dollar,

Striking Evidence
of U. 8. Confidence
In Can. Securities

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan, 6 —
Striking evidence of confidence in
Canadian securities was given by a
Unte States senate banking sub-
committee yesteray when it added
an amendment to the bill embody-
ing President Hoover's proposed
gigantic reconstruction finance cor-
poration, allowing loans and ad-
vances to financial institutions of
this country backed by the Domin-
lon’s securities. :
Both Canadian Government and
Canadian securities are accorded
this unique status. No other foreign
government, or foreign corporation
securities are glven the recognition
extended to the Dominion,
The proposal, approved in bill
form today by the sub-committee,
seeks to infuse new life to tht ex-
tent of $2,000,000,000 worth of cred-
it into the industrial and commer-
cial arteries of the United States,
The full commitiee later gave its
endorsement and the measure goes
to the senate today,

British Oranges
On Market Here

Messrs. Clarke and MacDonald,
Wholesale Fruit Merchants, Queen
Street are advertising in the Guard-
ian that they are supplying regu-
larly British West Indies Oranges
and Grapefruit. This is about the
first occasion on which British West
Indies fruit has been placed regu-
larly on the market in this Pro-
vince. Formerly it was difficult to
get shipments because just about
the time the fruit was due to arrive
the market would be flooded with
the Californian produce. Since the
adoption of the preferential tariff
in favor of the British West Indies,
and other Imperial fruit, Jamaica
has taken advantage of the oppor-
tunity to send supplies here which
arrive at Halifax weekly. The
Guardian has had an opportunity of
sempling Jamaica oranges and is in
a position to state that in favor, size,
etc., they compare favorably with
those from California, and they are
cheaper and the cases contain more
than the Californian variety. The
slogan, “Buy British” is part of Pre-
mier Ramsay MacDonald'’s policy
for the British Empire, and this is
an opportunity for applying the slo-
gan practically to the development
of the British Imperial Fruit Indus-
try of the West Indies. Messrs.
