PRUNING YOUNG APPLE TREES

Experiments to determine whe-:
ther or not the summer pruning
of young apple tress would bring
the trees into bearing earlier or
affect the growth of the trees have
been conducted by the Department
of  Horticulture, O.A.C., Guelph,
since 1914. A definite number of
trees five or six years of age were
selected in orchards located at var-
ious points in the. chief apple sec-
tions of Ontario. According to J. A.
Neilson, of the Department, the
trees were pruned during tae
month of August and no further
pruning was given. The method:of
pruning consisted in ~moderate
thinning of the small branches so
as to admit air and sunlight. 1In
most cases, other trees of same age
and variety were left unpruned as
check trees. The varleties under
test were Spy and MecIntosh.

“This 18 the first year that the
check trees have borne an ap-
preciable quantity of fruit,” re-
ports Mr. Neilson, “excepting in
tne case of the McIntosh, which
bore a fair crop in 1920, A study
of the results of these experi-
ments Shows interesting facts.
