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A Great Day's Racing and a Magnificent

Display of Exhibits.

has charge of the exhibit. The dis-
play is one that reflects great credit
upon the Traffic Department of the
Canadian Government Railways.

EXPERIMENTAL FARM.

Centrally located in the main build-
ing is the Dominion Experimental
Farm’s large and instructive exhibit,
There are 10 panels, representing the
various branches of work carried on
at the experimental farm. The first
division illustrates the chemical de-
partment, in which are shown ferti-
lisers, analysed food-stuffs, a diagram
comparing the advantages to be de-
rived by mixed farming against grain
and hay farming alone, ete. The next
panel is devoted to Aristology. In this
exhibit there are numerous varieties
of plants, with samples of Alfalfa and
Alsike clover. ’

Then follows an f{llustration of the
experimental farm system, and in con-
nection with it is voluminous litera-
ture dealing with practically every
department of agriculture. The horti-
cultural division is another feature of
the exhibit. Here is shown a large
assortment of fruits and vegetables
preserved. The display is magnificent.
Then there is the poultry division,
which is well represented. The great
difference between a producing hen
and one that is not is strikingly
pointed out. A splendid exhibit of
packed eggs is also on view.

One of the most interesting features
of the stand is the section devoted
to apiculture, where bees are seen
actually at work, a queen bee being
shown cased ready for shipment. The
department is a highly interesting and
instructive one. The cereal division
is also represented, while a panel is
used almost entirely for the display
of grain grown at the Charlottetown
Experimental Farm. Animal husban-
dry occupies a panel, and shows plans
of cattle barns, piggeries, etc., stall
frames and excellent illustrations of
stables. The last panel is an inter-
esting and attractive one. It is a
model of a 160-acre farm, with fields
and roads well defined. The whole
exhibit gives evidence of splendid
arrangement,

OLD LOG CABIN.

A great deal of interest centered
around ‘“the old log cabin,” represen-
tative of an early stage in the Island's
history and reminiscent of pioneer
days. The cabin had been built spec-
ially for the Confederation Jubilee Cei-
dgration and was finished in rough
hewn logs. Placed on the main floor
of the exhibition building it was vis-
ited by thousands who were cordially
and typically welcomed by an elderly
lady dressed in old time Scottish cos-
tume. As the hostess in the primi-
tive dwelling she “played’ well her
part” explaining most agreeably and
intelligently the process of carding and
spinning as these now lost arts were
carried on in ye olden time. The les-
son taught by this.old log cabin and
its fnteresting occupant was a very
pleasing one and elicted much favor-
able comment from the visitors.

Altogether yesterday’s exhibition
will compare more than favorably with
any that preceded it and it is expect-

SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION

-—~F‘urther-~prog‘res§-is reported in the

Aisne Valley, the left wing of the All-
ies having advanced ten miles after
violent fighting. An enveloping move-
ment is developing along the river
Oise, but no change ' is reported in
other directions.

Two trains of German re-inforce-
ments being hurried to the front were
blown up near St. Quentin. 'The en-
tire German staff of one of the German
divisions have been taken prisoners
to Amiens.

In Austria, the Servians have hea-
ten the enemy completely and they
are in full retreat. The Servians are
continuing their progress in Bosnia.

The Montenegrins have penetrated

ithin ten miles of Saragevo.

In Belgium the army in Antwerp
have made several successful sorties
and engaged the Germans in battle,
but without apparent effect.

In Galicia the Russians have captur-
ed 435 officers and 63,631 men of
the Austrian army.

Later details of the loss of the three
British cruisers in the north Sea show
that the Aboukin, Hogue and Cressy
were proceeding abreast three miles a
part when the first boat was blown
up. The other two thinking she had
been mined went to the assistance of
her crew only to be torpedoed in turn.
Latest reports state that 1067 of the
total crew of 2250 have been rescued.

The disaster in the North Sea is
partly atoned for by the sinking of
a German cruiser and two
boats in the Baltic.

GERMAN CRUISER AND
¢ TORPEDD BOATS SUNK

LONDON, Sept. 23.—A report re-
ceived here from Paris says that in
a naval battle in the Baltic a German
cruiser and two torpedo hoats were
sunk.

GERMAN REINFORCEMENTS
BLOWN UP.

LONDON, Sept. 23.-~The Mail’s war
correspondent telegraphs that two
trains of badly needed German rein-
forcements were blown up between
Pronne and St Quentin. The same
despatch says the entire general staff
of one German division were brought
as prisoners to Amiens.

RUSSIAN PROGRESS.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 23.—The Rus-
sian. general staff has issued the fol-
lowing:—

“In continuing the pursuit of the
retreating Austrians the Russian
troops have reached Veschloky. In
the region of the Przemysl opertaions
of the Russians are developing with
success. Upon the German front the
Russian troops are in close contact
with enemy, but no battle has yet
taken place.”

GERMANY EXPLAINS.

BERLIN, Sept. 23.—The/headquar-
ters staff in further explanation of the
bombardment of the Cathedral of
Rheims says:

“Since Sept. 20 when a white flag
was hoisted in the steeple, the Cathe-
dral has been respected by our artil-
lery. We soon discovered that the
French had used tht} steeple as a point
for observation, which sufficiently ex-
plained the good shooting of the
French artillery. It became necessary
to remove the observation point, which
removal was effected by shrapnel
from field guns.”

RUSSIAN CAPTURES.

PARIS, Sept. 23—A Hawes Agency
despatch from Petrograd says that the
Army Journal publishes the following

SURVIVORS FROM
NORTH SEA DISASTER

YMUIDEN, Holland, Sept. 23.—This
little seaport town is all agog with ex-
citement over the bringing here of 287
survivors from the British cruisers
sunk in the North Sea by German sub-
marines. - The men brought here by
the Dutch steamer Floa which hap-
pened to be in the vicinity when the
disaster overtook the Britishers. The
crews of all three of the sunken war-
ships were composed largely of naval
reservists. The Aboukir was the first
ship struck About six o’'clock in the
morning she received three torpedos
of terrific force blowing out a big sec-
tion of her hottom at the bow and cap-
sizing the ship. The crew had no time
to launch lifeboats and tried to save
themselves by jumping in the water.
The boat was out of sfght benefth the
water within three or four minutes af-
ter the explosion. i

The cruiser Hogue which was near
by heard .the explosion and realized
the danger at once, although at first
those aboard her believed their sister
cruiser had struck a mine. The Ho-
gue immediately launched numerous
lifeboats and began to save the swim-
ming survivors but while this was go-
ing on the Hogue herself was torpe-
doed, apparently in an exactly simi-
lar manner as the previous ship, three
shots reaching her hull, according to
survivors. The Hogue sank in a
few minutes but the-greater part of
her crew were saved in their own
hoats.

The cruiser Cressy at this point dis?
covered the presence of two Germun
submarines on their way to attack
heavy projectiles. The Cressy’s mark-
manship was excellent and both sub-
‘marines were “demolished.

————
AUSTRIAN CRUISERS DAMAGED.

PARIS, Sept.
cruisers Kaiserine, Maria Theresa
and Admiral Spaun were badly dam-
aged in battle with the French in the
Adriatic,
PARIS, Sept. 23.—The left wing of
Allies is making steady progress
against the Germans commanded by
General Von Kluck and have advanced
ten miles in the region of Oise. Von
Kluck’'s army is nearer destruction
than at any time since the battle of
the Marne. X

LONDON, Sept. 23.—1,174 British
officers and sailors are missing as the
result of the sinking of the cruisers
Aboukir, Cressy and Hogue.

Military experts estimate the Ger-
man loss in the French campaign at
213, 000. The Russians took 25,000
prisoners and large quantities of am-
munition, supplies and 64 guns in cap-
turing Jarosala.

ALLIES SUCCESS.

PARIS, September 23.—Confirma-

tion of the circumstantial report that
the Fremch had succeeded partimlly in
turning the flank of the German right
' wing' came today from the War Office.
The official result of the situtation
was made public at Bordeaux 8 o'clock
by wire. General Gallieni stated
that by violent fighting the French
left, on the right bank of the river
Oise had now succeeded in advanc-
ing a short distance and has gained
more than ten miles. The War Off-
ice says the Germans were again at-
tacking a force from notheast Verdun
but the French, by a series of brilliant
counter attacks, finally repulsed them,
Reports say ‘‘left wing of the Allied
army is making steady progress ,g-
aingt the Germans commanded by Gen-
eral von Kluck. Our left, by a de-
termined effort, at times hand to hand
Iighting, succeeded in gaining ten miles
along the right bank of the river Oise.
A movement at this point (an envel-
oping one) is progressing as planned
by the Commander-in-chief,
The Germans made a violent attack
on the French positions from Notheat,
but this was checked and finally re-
pulsed by a series of brilliant count-
er attacks by the Erench armies cen-
tered there. No" change movement
is noticeable from any other point
along the line of battle.

SERVIANS VICTORIOUS

NISH, September 23-—The follow-
ing official statement is given out af-
ter nine days struggle the Austrians
whose both wings have been beaten
completely are in full retreat along
the whole front from Liuboyla to Los-
nitza. The Servians are pursuing
them vigorously Servian columns
from Vishrad and Bain Abastha con-
tinue their progress into the interior
of Bosnia.
