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Opposition Leader
Stresses Serious
Financial Situation

Concluding his speech on the
Budget in the Legis ature on April
8, Hon. Dr. W. J. P. MacMillan,
leader of the Opposition, recalled
that last year he had requested in-
formation with regard to old age
pensioners in the Province, He was
refused that info:ynation. “I had to
content myself,” he sald, “with the
list of old age pensioners within
the riding which I represent. I don't
know what the ldea was. They evid-
ently though that it was not safe
to give me & complete list, notwith-
standing the fact that I was head
of the Government which introduced
old age pensions in this Province.
I said last year, and I say again,
that I would not have any inten-
tion of trying to make political
capital out of old age pensions. I
have no complaint to make regard-
ing the administration of this office.
I would like to compliment the sup-
erintendent and assistant superin-
rendent, Mr.wOampbou and t:gt
McLaren, as ng gmost oompe
officlals. Task you what this Provineg
would do today nsiil wo,d!d not have
the old age pensions.”

In this connection Dr. McMillan
quoted from the superintendent’s
report showing that $2,944 had been
pald to the Infirmary and that
expenditure for 1940 of $271542, the
net cost 1o the Province was $68,~
138, plus $4.000 for blind pensioners,

on any age person, he said, who
found it necessary to accept old
age pensions. i

Coninuing, he comp'imented Hon.
Mr. Dennis, ister of Agriculture,
the “oldest representative on the
wrong side of the House,” and the
most respected man in {f. The Min-

Heavy Expenditures

In the past four years the Depart-
ment had spent $178,000 in road
machinery.

Monthly Review of the
Bank of Nova Scotia,

The United States is in the pro-
cess of transition to a wartime
economy based on the principle of
“total defence” according to the
current Monthly Review' of The
Bank of Nova Scotia. The Review,
which presents a survey of the U.
S. defence effort, points out that
the progrim ag planned at present
will involve expenditures in excesss
of the colossal figure of $37,000
millions, and it adds that “the

1941-2 the proportion in the Umb—,
ed States mmay be as high as 18’
per cent or 20 per cent. while in|
Canada the figure may be around

33 per cent and conceivably as

much as 40 per cent. '

The Review states, however, that !
the U. S. defence effort is growing
rapidly and the proportion will cer-
ta'nly not stop at 20 per cent.
Moreover, the United States has
the greatest war potential of any
couniry on earth and even an ef-
fort equivalent to one-fifth of her,
national income might have a de-'
cisive influence, provided that it
takes the form p'anes. shlps!
and arms quickly enough.

The demands of defence and war
have been the chief factor behind
the recent marked expansion in
industrial activity, This expansion -
hag lifted the Tederal Reserve |
Board's index of industrial pro-
duction by more than 20 per cent
and the officia]l index of factory !
employmment by about 15 per cent
since iast May, and both indices
are at the highest levels on record.
The capital-goods industries are
faced with an enormous backlog
of unfilled orders which ensures an |
exceptional'y high rate of activity
for some time to come. Further-
more, a huge volume of plant con-
struction and extension is under |
way. It is estimated that the pro-
duction of manufacturing facilities
may reach $3500 m'llions during
the present year and this wonld |
represent much the largest annual |
addition to the factory equipment
of the United States that has ever
