Unfortunately a breeder cannot
fulways cull as heavily as he would
like, but certain individuals should
in all cases be removed from the
flock. Obviously a ewe which has a
2ad udder and as a consequence
cannot satisfactorily feed her lamb
should be removed from the flock,
Likewise ewes which have broken
mouths and cannot be maintained
in condition even with proper feed-
ing should be eliminated as should
all ewes which cannot be kept in
condition due to the presence of
some pathological  development.
Culling for these factors will very
often eliminate so many individ-
uals from the flock that very little
culling on type and conformation
can be done. Nevertheless it has
been found that the removal of the
most undesirable Individuals will
lead to more ranid progress than
leaving these individyals in the
flock for the mere purpose of main-
taining a certain number,

For the producers of the mutton
types of sheep, conformation of the
individual is usually more import-
ant than the fleece and most em-
phasis is therefore placed on type
and conformation. This is as it
should be, but nevertheless some
consideration should be given to
weight of fleece produced by the
individual as well as to uniformity
within the fleece. Anyone who
has watched the grading of wool
from a number of flocks will im-
mediately be struck with the fact
that too little care has “een given
to this point. There is no reason
why the sheen cannot have desir-
able confirmation and at the same
t'me produce a fleece of good
weight and quality.
