ing. There  is  great danger of
spreading the disease if dogs are tak-
|en into the summer resort districts
| such as Muskoka, he said. Manitoba
| and Saskatchewan have been infected
| from dogs transported from Ontario,

More rapid methods will’ have to he
| used’ to discover the disease in hum-
lan beings. Since the fourth of March
137 animal brains have been examin-
|'ed in the Laboratory of ‘the Board of
| Health. Of these 65 or 70 have prov-
en positive cases of rabies. Sixty-
one cases have so far been given the
Pasteur V ination treatment. The

disease exists principally in Western
Ontario, between Hamilton and Ess-
