WASHINGTON, Oct. 21—(AP)—
The threat of g paralyzing new
eoal strike in the United States
next month arovse tonight w: John
L Lewis charged the government
with breaching its contract and
moved to.reopen the whole ques-
tion of wages. hours and a nost of
other matters,

The charge of contract violation,
believed to be the first such ac-
cusation ever levelled by a union
against the government as the
operator of seized properties, arose
from interpretations of the exist-
ing pact. Mr, Lewis, head of the
United Mine Workers of America
(AFL) said the government's
interpretations had cost his un-
fon “milions of dollars.”

The heart king was the opening
lead. Dummy’s ace was played, and
declarer carefully noted East's fol-
low-suit play of the eight-spot. The
ace and king of ciubs dropped the
outstanding trumps. and now de-
clarer took stock. His reasoning
went as follows:

West must have started whh at
least a five-card heart suit and,
pessibly, had six hearts. He had
shown two clubs. If he held fewer
than four spades, East must have
started with at least six spades.
With that number, wouldn't East
have grasped the opportunity to
make a weak spade takeout direct-
ly over North’s double? Surely he
would never have an opportunity
to show the suit at a higher bid-
ding level and at a point where
his bid could be so easily inter-
preted. Thus Bast's failure to bid
one spade over the takeout douhle
seemed fair evidence that he did
not hold the six-card suit. Besides,
declarer knew that with six dia-
monds. to the ace unaccounted for,
the probability was that he would
find a 4-2 rather than a 3-3 break.
On these sound considerations, de-
clarer played as follows:

He led dummy’s low club to his
own ten and returned a low dia-
mon toward dummy. West did not
make maters easy by putting up
the ace, but this had no effect on
declarer’s play. He won with dum-
my's jack, then returned a low gdia-
mond from dummy and ducked in
his own hand. West's ace fell and
it was all over. West could take
two heart tricks, but declarer had
safely provided for his own 16sing
spade on dummy's fourth diamend.
