He said that he believed reciprocity
to be the best thing for the whole

country, and that he did not intend
to argue it. g
N:. P, “Holt, spokesman for the

farmers, intimated strongly that the
farmer doesn’t like reciprocity and
that the Republican votes are likely
to be lost if it is passed.
‘‘Certainly,’”” said the President, ‘I
have no disposition to interfere with
the prosperity of those who make up
the bone and sinew of our popula-
tion—the farmers—and I am convine-
ed that T am in no way interfering
with it. If we carry through this
treaty, and it tdrns out that it does
produce the injury that you antici-
pate, it can be repealed by a single
congress. It does not last longer
than either side desires it. I am
convinced that after it has been giv-
en one year's trial, neither side will
think of reversing it. That is my
conviction. I cannot go into an argu-
ment,
‘““You say that the Republican farm-
ers are going to desert us if we put
that through. I am very sorry if
that is to be the case, because I
have a personal liking for the Repub-
lican farmers, just a little mite more
stronger than Democratic farmers, al-
thourh they are all citizens of the
United States whose welfare T must
hold equally in my care.
‘“But my conviction with respect to

deep. So far as to the efiect on my
personal political fortunes it ought
not to influence . and does not influ-
ence me in the slightest. I believe
the treaty to be the best thing for
the whole country, including farmers,
merchants, laboring men and all, be-
cause I believe it is contrary to na-
ture, it is flying in the face of Pro-
vidence to put an artificial wall like
that between this country and Can-
ada and not get the benefit that will
inure to pecples of the same ‘tradi-
tions. If we take down that wall, we
will benefit by it, for we shall sell
more agricultural products to (‘mm-’
da than she will sell to ns. We do
now, and we shall sell her even more
after the treaty goes into effect. That
is my judgment. I am not arguing—
I am merely stating my conclusions.
Tf T did not believe this, T should not
have taken the responsibility of do-
ing what I have done to put this re-
ciprocity treaty through. I am will-
ing to abide the judgment of history
—the judgment that will come after
the event. When you gentlemen come
to see the result, I believe that you
as fair-minded men will admit that
vou have been wrong in your fears
and that T have been right.”
