for the Charlottetown Guardian.

Mr. Kesson reports that the Act
provides protecticn against the
evils of unemployment for 80 per
cent of Canadian workers. Insured
workers who become unemployed
through no fault of their own will
receive a mocney income in  the
foren of benefit payments from the
Unemplcyment  Insurance  Fund
which their contributions are help-
ing to create. ;

In order to receive benefits, an
insured worker contributes to the
Unemployment Insurance Fund for
30 weeks (or 180 days) within the
two years preceding the date of
claien for benefit. For instance, the
worker who began contributions on
July 1st of this year and continued
these payments until January 27th
1942, would be eligible for benefits,
After the unemployed worker has
put in the nine day waiting period,
his benefit payments begin.

‘The Unemployed worker who
places a claim for insurance bene-
fits must be capable of, and avall-
ahle for work put unable to obtain
suitable employment, Suitable em-
ployment does not mean that the
worker is required to accept any
position that may be available, For
example, he can decline an offer of
employment if it is not work in his
usual occupation, when the wages
are Jower or the conditions less
favorable than those which he
might reasonably expect to ob-
tain, taking into consideration the
wages and working conditions in
his usual occupation,

A worker need not accept an of-
fer of employment arisng because
of stippage of work ¢ue to a labour
dispute. A worker can also refuse
an offer of emplcyment in his us-
ual occupation if the wages are
lower or the conditions less favor-
able than those observed by agree-
ment between employers and em-
ployees, or where there is no such
agreement, than those ricognized
by employers,

There s no diseriminaticn against
organized labour. Ffor many years
Labour organizations have urged
the adoption of unemployment in-
Surance legislaticn and are now
glving the new plan their full sup-
port. One section of the Act eg-
pecially provides that no insured
worker will be disqualified from re-
ceiving benefits if he refuses to
accept employment which would
prevent him from becoming a
member, or continuing to be a
member, of any asscc.ation, organ-
ization or union of workers,
