Fish Landing

Values Dip

HALIFAX, Sept. 26 — (C. P.) —
Value of fish landed in Canada’s
Maritime Provinces and the Mag-
dalene Islands last August increased
$193,845 over a similar period last
year, a monthly report of the East-
ern Diyision, Department of Fisher-
ies stated today.

An increase of 12,375,600 pounds
in the total quantity of all fish
landec in the division was account-
ed for chiefly by a “tremendous”
catch of sardines in New Brunswick
and increased landings of pollock,
cod and haddock, the report said.

The only decrease in catcheés re-
corded was in the Magdalene
Islands where the total quantity of
fish landed dropped from 1,172,300
pounds to 1,017,000.

The increases were recorded as
follows: Nova Scotia, from 26,718,700
pounds to 31,200,000 pounds in
quantity and $327,535 to $362,200 in
value; New Brunswick from 18,-
002,200 pounds to 26,560,100 pounds
in quantity and $216087, to $325,~
435 in value; Prince Edward Island
from 2,523,000 pounds to 2,825500
pounds in quantity and $38396 to
$51,226 in value.
