Manslaughter
Charge lodged
Against Soldier

SYDNEY, N. S, Jan. 8—(CP)—A
manslaughter charge was lodged
today against Pte, Cccil Foster of
Saint John, N, B, 28-year-oid
member of the Saint John Fusil-
jers, driver of an army truck that
struck and killed Viola Hillier, 5,
last night.
