Great bulk of finest grade seed
potatoes - grown in Prince Edward
Island are exported abroad and
are not affected in any way by the
Canadian price ceiling, Ra!oh Me-
Kay of Prices Board told The
Guardian.

“Price of exported seed potatoes
is purely a matter between seller
and buyer,” he said. “The only re-
quirement is that the seed potatoes
for export be accompanied by an
export permit from the Depart-
ment of Agriculture stamping their
quality.”

The markets division of the De-
partment of Azrlculture announced
today that with the 1945 Prince
Edward Island potato crop not yet
completely marketed, 1,274,276 bush-
els of seed potatoes had been ship-
ped to countries outside Canada,
and 610,516 bushels to points with-
in Canada.

2,201,360 bushels, of which 1.991,~
