ROYAL BANK'S JULY LETTER

The Royal Bank of Canada’s let-
ter for July is an exceptionally in-
teresting and informative one. Dis-
cusing the agricultural prospects,
it says that the outlook in the west-
ern provinces is distinctly more
favorable than was the case at
seeding time. of un-
satisfactory weather conditions in
early May have been counteracted
by the ample rainfall of the latter
part of May and early June with
the result that <conditions
compare favorably with
which existed at the same time last
year. In all three prairie provinces
the crops have been singularly free
from insect pests with the excep-
tion of certain points in southwest-
ern Manitoba where the presence of
grass-hoppers is8 reported. Labor
shortage existed lim various dis-
triots but this condition was not
acute or general and did not mater-
ially reduce the acreage.

On the whole the prospects in the
West are very good and it is expect-
ed the total crop will be much
larger than ordinary.

FIRST CABLE LAID.—DEVELOP-
MENT OF THE SERVICE, ETC.

(By W. L. Cotton.)

en Gray discover€d that a wire
seven hundred feet long could be
so charged as to make it attract
light bocies at =a distance, an
since the year 1749—the year of
Franklin’s successful experiment
with the kite, many great and
wonderful things have been accom-
plished by ‘means of electricity. One
of the first of these was the send-
ing of messages by wire over con-
siderable distances. It is stated
that, early in the nineteenth cen-
tury, Francis Ronalds constructed
a telegraph line eight miles long
and offered it to the British Gov-
ernment—and that ‘the offer was
rejected with contempt! Not until
the 21st day of November, 1852 was
the first submarine cable laid in
America, and it was laid between
Cape Tormentine in New Brunswick
and Cape 'Traverse in Prince Ed-
ward Ysland.

For the informatfon here suppli-
ed concerning the development of
Telegraphy in this Province, 1 am
indebted, for the greater part, to
Mr, T, C. James, who was for many
years Superintendent of the Anglo-
American Telegraph Company, and
to Mr. A. E. Morrison, now its
highly competent Superintendent
here.

Previous to the introduction of
the telegraph cable laid in 1852,
the Hon. W. H. Pope was the act-
ive promoter of *“‘The Gulf Express
and Telegraph Company.” In the
charter obtained from the Legisla-
ture there was a provision that no
other Company should trade the
right to place telegraph lines with-
in three miles of its lines. As the
distance between Richmond Bay
and Bedeque Bay is less than three
miles, the Gulf & Express Company
obtained a monopoly of all the
telegraph service and ‘business
west of Travellers' Rest and Sum -
merside, ;

F. N. Gisborne, in 1852, obtained
from the Legislature the exclusive
right to land ‘telegraph, cables on

‘had become involved in pecuniary
'difficulties. In 1854 he went to
INew York in the hope of obtaining
imoney with which to carry out his
'scheme. There he met (Cyrus M.
{Flel(l‘ Mr. Field, at his request,
called together a nuwmber of the
fchief caitalists of the United
'States. To these men Mr. Gisborne
!and Mr. Field unfolded the scheme,
‘whi(-h was carefully considered
and fully discussed. Finally it was
resolved to form the New York-
'Newfoundland and London Tele -
Jgrah Cable Company, and to pur-
lchase from Mr, Gisborne the rights
Yot the Newfoundland 'Company.

The first cable laid across the
Strait of Northumberland was of
Iyery inferior quality. Communica-
ition by means of it was spasmodic
and uncertain. Mr. 'W. Quinlan
{was the first operator. Under Mr.
Field's direction the work of the
Company here was re-organized.
Mr. Charles A. Hyndman, then a
youpg man, was appointed superin-
tendent of telegraphy in this
Island. The difficulties encounter-
ed by Mr, Hyndman were those of
a pioneer. Breaks of the cable, in-
terruptions of communication, crude
and unscientific methods of repair,
lack of efficient help and support—
these were the conditions with
which the late Mr. Hyndman had
to deal. It is creditable to his mem-
ory that he dealt with them intel-
tigently and successfully. '

He was succeeded by Mr. T. C.
James, whose energy, activity and
ability are known to many of The
Guardian's readers. In the year
11873, the¢ Anglo-American Tele-
graph Company acquired the rights
and privileges of the New York,
Newfoundland and London Tele-
graph Company. Under Mr. James'
direction, a new and improved cable
was soon afterwards laid across the
Strait. It was a piece of the shore
end of the Atlantic cable that was
laid in the year 1866, and it was
the heaviest and best kind of
telegraph cable 1laid up to that
time. This cable was submerged
in the month of November, 1873,
by the cable ship ‘‘Robert Lowe,”
Captain Tidmarsh. It was laid ov-
er the reef of Cape Tormentine,
and was crushed by the ice in the
following winter. ‘In the summer
of 1875 it was carried clear of the
reef and placed in deep water. Af-
ter that communication was not
again interrupted until the winter
of 1910. In December of that year
{t was broken; and it was not re-
paired until April of the following
year, Again, in the year 1912, the
cable was broken by the winter
steamer Stanley. But in the sum-
mer of 1913, it was practically re-
newed. Since then telegraphic
communication has been continu -
ously maintained between Prince
Edward Island and the world at
large, as well as throughout the
Province.

For a comparatively emall com-
munity, with comparatively few
messages to be transmitted, tele-
graphic rates by cable were neces-
vgarily high. Tn 1903, the late Mr.
|Horace Haszard then a member of
‘the House of Commons, and Mr.
John A. Megservey, then President
lof the Charlottetown Board of
Trade, were particularly active in
an endeavor to obtain a reduction
of these rates.

Now the staff in Charlottetown
numbers twenty., Mr. James retir-
ed from the office of Superintendent
of the telegraphic service here in
1912, after forty years of continu-
ous service, and Mr, Morrison, who
is now Superintendent, has been
for forty-three years, continuously,
a member of the staff.
