BRUCE RUSSEL MacLAREN
Cerealist, Experimetal Farm
Charlottetown

The success involved in the reg-
istration of “Abegweit” oats —
which story appears elsewhere ' in
this issue — is due, for the most
part to Mr. MacLaren.
He was born on his father's farm
at New Perth, P.E. Island, which
his brother Glen still farms.
Youngest of a family of five, he
received his early schooling at
New Perth, and entered Prince
of Wales College where he remain-
cd for two years. He taught school
at Roseneath for one and a half
years and joined the staff of the
Experimental Farm, Charlottetown
in 1929,
In his first year at the Farm,
Mr. MacLaren became interested
in cereal experiments and has re-
mained chiefly in that work since
then. During this time, the Exper-
imental Farm introduced *“Erban”
oats, highly resistant to crown rust
and smut; “Coronation” and “Re-
gent” wheat, both highly resistant
to stem-rust; and more recently
“Cascade” wheat.
In 1940, Mr. MacLaren produc-
ed the bulletin, “Grain Crops in
Prince Edward Island” which rec-
ommenids cereal varieties for this
Province.
He was connected with the
Prince Edward Island Highlanders
before the war, later enlisting in
the 17th Armoured Regt. (Reserve)
as a trooper and was retired as a
lleutenant,
In 1930 Mr. MacLaren married
Edith Jay, Mount Stewart and the
family consists 6f Dorothy, 16, who
is entering Prince of Wales Col-
iege this fall, and Angus Bruce, 13,
at Prince Street School. .

t his many hobbies and
interests, Mr. MacLaren places
“fishing —and more fishing” first,
especially at the ‘‘oneé” spot, Mor-
ell River. He is also a keen shot
and proficient in fly-tying. With a
love for things traditionally Scot-
tish, he is an exponent of the art
of playing the bagpipes.

years and maintain a supply. But,
since now the variety is registered,
it will be mecessary for them to
renew their sced at that time,
when considerable quantities of the
registered seed should be available
at the Farm.

Outlines Development

Yesterday, Mr. MacLaren told a
Guardian representative the inter-
esting story of the development of
the new variety.

Scme ten years ago, at the
Oentral Experimental Farm at Ot-
tawa, the variety “Beaver” (2806-
123) was derived from a cross be-
tween the stem rust resistand
“Vanguard” and the crown rust-
resistant “Erban.” But tests cf the
new “Beaver” variety at Charlotte-
town did not give arny indicatlor.\‘
of much rmprovesment over “Erban,
and no effort was made to promote
it amongst Island growers.

However, frem  the many other
strains frem this cross, one called
2306-K proved outstanding.

After testing for four years on
the Experimental Farm, Charlotte-
town, Illustration Stations and
other farms throughout the Prov-
ince, Mr. MacLaren applied for a lec-
ense in 1947, and the seed was dis-
tributed under the name of “Abeg-
weit”. This licence was issued by
the Seed Branch, Dcminion De-
partmernt of Agriculture, Ottawa.
After the excellent reports re-
ceived from an extended group of
growers, it was decided that the
strain should be registered.
Accompanyinz the application for
registration, it was necessary for
Mr. Maclaren to prepare a com-
plete detailed  description of the
variety, including its life history
supported by results of trials as to
yields, strength of straw, maturity
and quality. The application was
submitted in April and was accepted
by the Plant Breeders' Ccmm_ittee
of the Camadian Seed Growers’ As-
cciation. )
’ The Canadian Seed  Growers
Association is a body of seed prc-
ducers  ccmposed  of farmers,
Dominion Department of Agricult-
ure cerealist staff, varlous mem-
bers of Agricultural colleges and all
concerned with the production of
high-class small seeds across Can:
