The Canadian reply was in effect that
large reduetions of duty on British goods
bad been already made, aud the interests
of our Canadian industries must be con-
sidered.

British manufacturers and in some cases
by an increased duty on foreign articles
which could be supplied by Brit‘sh manu-
facturers at the preferential rates.

Sir Wilfred Laurier has apparently
accepted in part Mr. Chamberlaiu’s
suggestion of widernicg tne tc-pe of the
prcsent Canadian prefer nce in the hopa
of obtaining jpreferential treatment for
our food products ia the Britisn market.
What may come of this will depend upon
the British Government very largely, but
it is to be observed that should the two
Governments reach an agreement it may
idvolve a very considerable re-adjustinent
of the Cara’iin tariff before another
election ccmes round, And if we are t»
get a préference in the British market, to
which most Canadians feel that .we are
already abundantly emtitled, it is only to
be cbtained by still further :oncessions on
our parr.
