OHINESE SMUGGLERS
ROUNDED UP

NEW YORK, Nov 5—(CP)—

In the cellar, Igoe turned on a
flashlight and the Chinese blinked.
They were seated around a bowl of
rice, which they said had been fil-
led daily. Many, however, were

weak from lack of sufficient food.

Federal agents said th:t members
of the group who spoke English
sald they had been hidden in the
hold of a freighter at Trinidad and
that the crew brought them bits ot
food. ¥our who became 1l were
thrown overboard.
