Rarely does a mine have such an
ideal situation sceRically as Silver
Islet mine—a little rocky dot in Sy
berior’s blue expanse, with the palf-
fades of the morth shore and the
Sleeping Giant for a background. Yet
that which was charming in land-
scape proved disadvantageous in in-
dustry. The island measures only
ninety feet each way and rises a
scant eight feet above the lake's sup
face. Lying outside Thunder Bay as
it does, it has little shelter and hence
‘5 exposed to the heavy winter
storms. . Thege conditions necessitats
ed- exceptionally strong breakwaters
about the island. The Montreal Mime
ing Co. had not sufficient confidencer
in the mine to rigk the expenditure
of preparing for operation, So in:
1870 the whole location was sold to
American capitalists, who began at
once to work the mine, ¥

Meanwhile on the mainland a busy
Settlement sprang up.

At Silver Islet the failure of the -
coal supply caused the greatest cone
slernation. gi'rantic efforts were made
to keep the pumps working, for the:

j amount of seepage was large, but fine

ally the last embers died out in the
firebox anad the machinery stopped.
Sadly the workers withdrew to await

the return of spring, and in the
meantime the water ‘and ice did their
work. When summer at Inst arrived,
the mine wasg completely filled and
all its passages and gulleries sub-
merged. The location was abandon.
ed and water still renders its wealth
inaccessible,

To-day, as the
