Molotoff Includes United States
In Share Of Blame For Continu-
ing The War To Restore Poland.

' MOSCO.W, Oct. 31—(AP)—Russia’s Premier and For-
eign Commissar, Vyacheslaff Molotoff, today held a
threatening hand over Finland and attacked Great Britain
snd France for waging a war against Germany which he
said was “absurd to continue.”

In an exhaustive report on Russia’s new foreign policy
Molotoff told more than 1,100 deputies attending the ex-
{raordinary joint session of the Soviet Council that the
United States’ move to repeal its arms embargo would “in-
tensify, aggravate and protract” the war,

The Premier said that, as for Russia, “our country as
2 neutral country, which is not interested in the spread of
the war, will take every measure to weaken it and hasten
its termination in the interests of peace.”

Molotoff, in his 85-minute speech:

L. Denounced Great Britain and France for carrying
on the war with Germany for the purpose, he said, of safe-
guarding their colonial possessions.

2 Declared Russia was unable to understand Finland’s
refusal of a mutua] assistance pact similar to those which
made the Baltic States of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania

3. Struck at President Roosevelt for “intervening” in Yiissia's nego-

BERLIN, Oct, 31—At least 4,000
Jews heve left Vienna in the lasp

Fear was expressed among Jews
in  Berlin, Frankfort-am-Maln,
Breslau and other citles that they
might be the next to be ordered to
leave for the reservation.

The Vienna Jews had to aban-
den their homes and turn the keys
over to the Jewish community.
They were permitted to take 110
pounds of luggage _provided it
could be stowed in baskets over
their heads in the omnibuses in
which they were transferred to the
former Polish teiritory.

They were permitted to teke 300
marks, (about $120) worth of tools
and machinery “if not too bulky
and ineofar as there is room for
them in the baggage car accom-
panying the passenger cars.”

The deportees were further ad-
vised to take non-perishable food
with them, and so far as possible,
a stipulated list of warm wearing
apparel, household necessities and
tools

SovietDemands
Bombshell To
Finlanders

HELSINGFORS, Oct. 31—(C.-
P.)—Russia’s  disclosure of her
proposals to Finland struck
like a bombshell tonight in the
Finnish capital, where the gov-
ernment has kept the negotia-
tions a matter of close secrecy.

The Finnish negotiators, who
left for Moscow tonight with
their “final answer,” were ex-
pected to leave the next step up
to the Russians after register-
ing their refection of the Sov-
iet nroposals.

The attitude expressed was
that Finland cannot meet the
present Russian demands and
retain her independence and
neutrality. However, the foreign
office spokesman said the gov-
ernment still is proceeding on
the theory that an agreement
is possible.

While the gereral feeling was
that there would be no agree-
ment, informed observers be-
lieved there would be no armed
oconflict.

UNDER FIRE

British Defence Reg-
ulations Assailed In
Parliament.

LONDON, Oct, 31 —(CP) —Great
Britain's strict wartime defence
regulations were assailed in Parlia-
ment b

D. M. Foot, Liberal, called for an-
nulment of orders in council con-
taining the regulations declaring the
nation was “confronted with a i1wo-
1old danger—Nazi aggression abroad
and Nazi tendencies at home.”

Kingsley Griffith, Liberal, sec-

onding the appeal for annulment of
the orders in councii restricting dis-
semination of news, propagating of
opinion, and detention .of suspects,
sald these “really terrifying” regula-
tions set aside the right of habeas
corpus.
Complaints also were volced a-
gainst alleged delay by the British
blockade of United States ships, and
of wartime “bureatcratic” control of
business.

Prime Minister Chamberlain
said the government would re-
move the causes of complaint
wherever -possible “consistent
with the paramount objective
of winning the war.”

Lord Strabolgi Labor, said in the |
House of Lords that one TUnited
States ship had been held 24 days
and declared-such -treatment “an-
noys” neutrals,

(Reliable sources assert that Unit-
ed States shjpowners agents, im-
porters and exporters have made a
number of complaints on contra-
band control delays.)

Referring to emergency measures,
Mr. Foot declared “the most dan-
gerous of all restrictions is that
which relates to  the dissemination
of news and the propagaton of ap-
fnfon.”

ROME, Oct. 31—(AP)—Premier Mussolinl, in a sweep-
ing overhauling of the Fascist leadership, today removed
three military chiefs who had conducted staff talks with
German officers and two cabinet members popularly re-
garded as pro-German.

Shuffling of military chiefs, army leaders, and cabinet
ministers was regarded in foreign circles as primarily de-
signed to reinforce the Fascist regime at home.

All three chiefs of staff replaced—General Alberto
Pariani of the army, General Gluseppe Vallee of the air-
force and Lieut.-Gen. Luigi Russo, of the Blackshirt
militia—~had conferred with their German counterparis
after signing of the Italian-German military alliance last
May—an alliance which no longer is mentioned in Italy.
