remains unchanged, and day by day
a steady stream of people flow
into the office, and we give medi-
cine, have prescriptions filled, or
help them in any way we can to
ease the burden of sickness and
want.

The war which is causing untold
misery and heartbreak in Europe,
has scarcely begun to be felt in our
quiet little Island, but already some
who have been helped by this So-
ciety, have enlisted. They are anxi-
ous to serve their country we are
sure, and happy to be able to pro-
vide for their familles, long suf-
ferers from unemployment, A sol-
diers allowance of $79.00 a month
for a wife and two children looks
like a large sum, but in almost every
case the back bills are many, rent,
groceries, clothing and shoes must
be provided for, and the .noney
seems to melt away. After two or
three months the thrifty ones can
manage to save a little, but there
are those who will not even try to
be careful and so will never be
much better off. Some of the sol-
diers wives have bought small
kitchen ranges on the instalment
plan, and no doubt other meeds
will be filled through time, and
some families at least be more
comfortable than for years. One of
the greatest needs in our town, as
has often been said before, is for
decent houses at low rental. Where
can a poor man turn when, with
his family, he has to leave a con-
demned house? There are many
such cases, and little rellef is in
sight,

As in previous years, every ef-

fort has been made to keep in
touch with the homes.

210 orders for necessary food sup-
plies and nourishment for the sick,
and 19 orders for coal supplied.
The Dr. Jenkins Coal Fund was
mot really sufficient to meet the
demand. As you know, the late Dr.
S. R. Jenkins generously left
$25.00 a year to start this Fund,
which formerly grew to fairly large
proportions. Of late years, unfor-
tunately there have been few ad-
ditional donors, and this year we
only had $35.00 to spend. Giving out
1-2 ton here, 1-4 ton there, even
a bag or two somewhere else our
money was soon gone, and our coal
bill mounted to $75.00 before we
knew, but the coal had to be sup-
plied. Here is a case in point. One
cold morning, your worker found
a family (not on relief) sitting a-
round the kitchen stove burning
pieces of boxes to keep them warm.
For three wecks we were told they
had no coal, and the last they had,
the Dispensary had supplied. They

didn't want to ask for more as
they knew we had so little, and
did not know where they

could get any. Needless to say, a
few bags were sent them at once.
Just here we would like to thank
A Pickard & Co., who generously
donated the coal used in heating
our office, also Mrs (Dr.) Dewar
who before leaving to spend the
| winter in the South, gave a gen-
erous order of coal to supply three
old people. Mrs, Kenneth Richards
too, did not forget us and her gen-
erosity besides sending a cheque
for $30.00 has enabled us to supply
two families of children with two
quarts of milk daily the year around.
When the father of one of these
families enlisted, and there was
more money to meet their needs,
one of these orders was transferred
to a little girl {11 through the win-
ter. Thus we prevent overlapping
and see that our supplies go as far
as possible, We also give a quart of
milk a day to a former sanatorium
patient who had lost thirty-seven
pounds from lack of proper nour-
ishment.

On Christmas Bve, two young
men investigated a case of which
they had heard. They found a small
family In wretched circumstances,
the mother {ll and incapable of
caring for herself, much less pro-
viding anything in the way of
Christmas cheer. The young men
{came to the Dispensary to ask if
at such a late hour we could man-
age to send a dinmer to this fam-
ily which we did. After Christmas
the Health Officer was called to the
home and ordered that the moth-
er be taken to the Hospital where
she spent some wgeks. Now with
help from us and other friends, this *
family is more comfortably situat-
ed, and is getting a little more out
of life than before.

There were five deaths during the
year among those helped by the
Dispensary. One a woman with can-
cer was visited regularly for many
'months, and then removed to the
Hospital where she died after
| much suffering. Everything poss-
ib'e was done to help pass the
| weary days of pain, and your vis-
itor did her best to procure for her
such nourishment as she fancied
and also supplied any medicine
needed.

An interesting case was that of
an old lady of 87 who passed away
iin the P, E. I. Hospital last Nov-
|ember. She was a charge on this
Society for 15 years, and as she
had not a relative on the Island
who could help her during the lat-
ter part of her life, your Dispen-
sary wotrker took full care of her.
This was no easy task as she was a
very exacting person and demand-
ed a great deal. Some years ago
her only savings, $100.00 were de-
posited in one of the banks for
her funeral expenses, and she gave
us minute instructions as to her
place of burial etc. Even her shroud,
!an o'd fashioned black silk dress
was given Into our care, and we
[had to see that in her last days
|she was made as comfortable as
possible.  Since her only income
|was the Old Age Pension of $15.00
'a month, and she was bedridden
and helpless, it was difficult to
provide a boarding Place, and when
she became really ill and was re=
moved to the Hospital as happeti-
ed several times, it meant finding
still another home for her when
| she was better, During the last
four weeks of her life, she was
moved hither and yon, to the hos-
| pital for a while, when better tak-
(en by ambulance to the east end
of the city, then as her landlady

The mother refused to keep her for more than

| two days, moved again by ambul-
ance to another home found for
her with difficulty in a down pour

of oil as she jof rain. There for three weeks she

remained, and at the end of that
time we were called upon to move
her again. By this time we were
discouraged and determined that
she would have to go to the In-
i firmary. Papers were made out and
she was to leave the following day,
but she became very ill and once
imore was admitted to the hospital
{ where she died. Her funeral was
| conducted according to her in-
| ttructions by the Minister of the
Trinity Church, Rev, Mr, Millar,
,and your dispensary worker attend-
ed the service, She was buried as
she wished at Crapaud.

In considering the “Other Mis-
cellaneous Expenditures” it must
‘e noted that in 1940 there is in-
cluded $25504.03 for. Debenture
and overdraft interest (including
coupon handling charges) for which
there is no corresponding item
shown in the-1939 statement. The
