Ferry Traffic
For Last Month

There was a falling off last
month in imports and exports
carried  across Northumberland

Strait by the car ferry as com-
pared to the totals for July of
1947,

Last month only 1,283 cars of
freight were ferried from Tor-
mentine to Borden as compared
to 1,449 cars for the correspond-
ing period last year. In exports
there was a drop of 132 cars, since
only 303 cars of freight went to
the mainland via Borden last
month as compared to 335 cars in
July, 1947.

Plenty Of Coal

Only 17 cars of coal for do-
mestic and mercantile purposes
were brought to the Province last
month while almost twice that
quantity, or 314 cars, were ferried
frcm Tormentine to Borden in
July, 1947. The mere figures would
carry the inference that the
householder’s supply of coal was
shorter now than {t was last year
whereas the reverse is true. The
winter and spring of 1947 saw
coal In' short supply because cf
the coal strike so that, when the
strike was settled in early sum-
mer, coal began coming into the
Province in lawger-than-usual
quantities. New, that it is moving
regularly, the monthly imports are
naturally less.

Whether or not the recent agit-
ation in agricultural circles re-
specting the revival of mussel-
mud digging has had a deterrent
effect on the importation of lime,
only 23 cars of that remover of
