A 1,500 Year Old Bible

(By British United Press)

LON%ON, May 9.—A modern
photographic reproduction of the
Gothic “Silver Bible,” which was
translated in the fourth century
A.D. by the Gothic bishop Ultilas,
and now franscribed in gold and
silver letters, has row been con:
pleted by the Swedish University
Library of Upsala. where this aui-
que relic is preserved. The whole
work will be presented to the uni-
versity is September of this yeai
when the University of Upsals will
celebrate its 460th anniversary.

The Bible of Ulfilas was trans:
lated in what is now Hungary from
Greek into Gothic, that isolated
Scandinavian dialect spoken by the
originally Swedish _Goths during
the centuries of their wanderings
from 100 down to 700 A.D., when
they successively held sway ovel
all the countries between the
Black Sea and Gibraltar, During
the Thirty Years’ War the Swedes
occupied Prague and discovered
the Silver Bible and brought it to
Sweden. Later it disappeared,
but wae found in Holland, where
it was bought and bought 'back .to
the University Library of Upsale
in the seventeenth century.

Parts of it have suffered from
the ravages of time, For the
new edition the 187 pages have
been subjected to a photographic
process in which X-rays and the 80:
called Tluorescence” method have
been employed. Down in the cel:
|lar of the University Library &
special laboratory, with all modern
accessories, has been . installed.
The work has been carried on for
several years under the superin:
tendance of Professor Swedberg,
the well-known Swedish Nobel:
prize winner in Chemistry. Thanks
to the modern means of reproduc-
tion, the mew edition will contain
the whole text, and several aitfi-
cult readings have been made
clear through the combined efforts
of chemistry and optics.
