Surely what Browning would
teach the world by his little lyric
is that there are moments in life
when something happens — some
message brought from afar in
some form or other, to which if we
give heed a transformation may
take place in our lives. Something
disturbs our equanimity, voices
speak, doors are opened, a clean
page is handed to us, it may be at
the beginning of a new year. or at
some birthday. when the calendar
tells us that time is passing.
