Proof of Need of

Yesterday afternoon, Mr. Jos. Mc-
Carey,
culosis Society, Rev. Canon Simpson,
representing the Executive of the So-
ciety, Health Officer McMillan,
the ~members of the Board
of Health, a number .of the citizens,
and representatives of the press, vis-
ited Mr. J. M. Roop's abattoir on the
Kensington Road, east of the city,
where, it had been learned there were
carcases of two  tuberculous cattle
recently slaughtered.

These two animals had been
bought from a farmer a few days ago
for $150. As may be inferred from the
price paid, they were a fine pair o:
animals and in no way gave any indi-
~ation of disease. They were honest-
ly sold by a man who believed they
were prime beef, and honestly pur-
chased by a man accustomed to buy-
ing and slaughtering cattle and ‘who

believed he was getting full value
for his money. On the animals,
being slaughtered they were found

to be tuberculous, lungs, pleura and
liver'a mass of putrid tuberculosis.

Dr. Derome, assistant to Dr. Pet-
