FRUITS WITH MEAT

Turkey with cranberry sauce and
poik with apple sauce have beeen
kacwn to us for ages as a proper
ccmbination. The richness of the
rmea’ seems to demand  something
tar:. But we have failed to realize |
that almost any meat is improved
by ccmbination with fruit, if only|
a flat tasting meat, like lamb, which |
calls for currant jelly to give it
flavor.

There is hardly any fruit whose
succulent juices and piquant flavors
is not welcome with almost every
meat. Like tomatoes, the acids of
fruits help to dissolve the connec-
tive tissues which bind the fibres of
the meats and so make the meat
mcre tender.

Such fruits as pears, pineapple
and apple, may be cut in pieces and
cooked  with the meat, or may be
used as a garnish. Fig, raisin, date
