LONDON, March 6—(CP)—New
examinations of all subway shelters
were begun today and the King or-
dered an inquiry into the causes of
the tragic pedestrian traffic jam
led 178 persons in a pile-up
over a woman, with a baby in arms,
who stumbled an underground
entry while seeking refuge in Wed-
nesday night’s air raid.,

9. My Government, through its
Departments of Education and
Agriculture, and in co-operation
with the Departments of Labour
of the Government of Canada has
continued to give vocational train-
ing ‘to the youth of the province;
boys and girls who complete those
curses are usually absorbed in the
army or essential war industries.
where they are of immediate value
due to the instruction received.

10. My Government, realizing that
the primary products which are so
essential to a balanced and all out
war effort must continue to flow
in ever increasing volume, has
been studying ways and means to
assist the farmers to obtain heavier
production of field crops, live stock
and dairy products, in spite of the
acute farm labour shortage. 1In
line with this policy we have again
increased the assistance towards
payment of freight on lime being

used in the province. The -
creased production required in
sheep, poultry and hogs, will be

stimulated by the assistance which
is given the breeders.

The sink-
ing funds are maintained at a high
and satisfactory level.

The accounts and reports of
the various Departments of My
Government for the past year, and
the estimates for the current
vear. as well as a number of pros
nosed Statutes and Amendments,
including Amendments designed to
improve still further the enforc
ment of the Prohibition Act, wi
be presented for your careful cons
sideration.

I now leave you to the discharge
of your legislative duties, truste
ing that under the guidance of
Divine Providence your deliberas
tions may tend to the further ade
vancement, welfare, and pross
perity of our people.
