Amendment Defeated

Mr. King spoke immediately after
the House, without a recorded vole,
defeated an amendment moved by
J. 8. Roy (Ind. Gaspe) to the gov-
ernment’s Bill 80, in which Mr. Roy
field that the bill to permit con-
seription for overseas by o:der-in-
council was likely to cause dissen-
slon leading to internal war.

“1 intend, therefore, if the time
should come when the government
decides that it has become neces-
sary to send overseas men who
have not volunteered for general
service, and I should be in office
at the time, to ask my colleagues
to join me in seeing that Parlia-
